Plan Ahead and Talk with Your Student:  

 I encourage you to have conversations at home about future plans and what courses at CCHS would 
be ideal, as it relates to your student’s interest area(s).  

 College/Career Planning: it is important that sophomores have a good idea if they would like to:  
o Attend college: Where and study what? What job/career are they interested in?  
o Join the military: What branch?  
o Join the workforce: What job? Does it require training and/or postsecondary education?  

 I highly encourage students to consider at least two back-up plans as they think about their future 
goals.  

 ANY student wanting to take Summer Drivers Education will need to follow the registration process, 
even if the student or his/her parents have talked with me about his/her interest in the summer 
section.  

 Please be aware that if your student has failed a core class (i.e., English, math, science, PE/Health) 
he/she will need to complete & pass it prior to graduation. Credit Recovery is offered in the Spring. 
Emails have been sent with further details for qualifying students.
