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1.EDUCATION BACKGROUND:

®* Foundational Art Classes: Taking a variety of foundational art classes in high school
builds a diverse range of artwork in your portfolio, showcasing proficiency in different

mediums, styles, and subject matters.

® Advanced Placement (AP) Studio Art Courses: These courses offer a more rigorous

curriculum and provide an opportunity to create a portfolio for college credit.
® Digital Art and Technology: There is a growing importance of digital art and

technology. Students need more experience in this field.
