1. LIGHT HOUSING (PT. #1) IS TO BE MOUNTED INTO A PRECUT SECTION OF THE VEHICLES BODY PANEL
   BY THE USE OF M7 NUTS AND BOLTS (PT. #14/15)
2. MOTOR (PT. #6) IS TO BE ASSEBLED BY SLDING THE SHAFT (PT, #7) INTO THE MOTOR BODY UNTIL 
   THERE'S A CLICK.
3. NEXT THE MOTOR FROM THE PREVIOUS STEP WILL BE INSERTED INTO THE MOTOR HOUSING (PT.#5). 
   THEN THE WHOLE ASSEMBLED MOTOR WILL BE MOUNTED TO THE INSIDE OF THE LIGHT HOUSING FROM 
   STEP ONE BY USING M2 SCREWS (PT. #8) 
4. NEXT ASSEMBLE THE LIGHT ITSELF, TAKE THE LIGHT SLIDE (PT. #2) AND SLIDE IT INTO
