You get to decide if you think it

would be better or worse for you as you explain how your life would be impacted by having only whole

numbers.

Science

to open your stomata? Explain your reasoning. Use at least 350 words.

Social Studies

party’s platform (your party’s position or beliefs on topics such as education, women’s rights, economics,

warfare, etc.) in a way that would persuade voters to choose you in the next election.
