1. 	Games	are	5	minutes	long	(12-15	per	night)	
2. 	A	player	is	“out”	for	the	remainder	of	the	game	
under	the	following	circumstances:	
a. 	He/she	is	hit	by	a	THROWN	ball	in	any	part	
of	the	body	except	the	head	

b. 	He/she’s	ball	is	caught	by	the	other	team	
c. 	He/she	hits	another	player	in	the	head	with	
a	ball.	

d. 	He/she	crosses	the	center	line	
e. 	He/she	is	demonstrating	unsportsmanlike	
behavior	

3. 	A	caught	ball	does	not	result	in	bringing	
teammates	back	into	the	game.	

4. 	The	game	is	over	when	all	players	on	one	team	
are	out	or	the	5	minute	time	limit	has	been	
reached.
