Jersey to receive the
Meningococcal and Tdap
immunizations. All__ 6% grade

students must be in _compliance
before entering SMS for the 2019 -
2020 school year.

In order to safeguard the school
community from the spread of
certain communicable diseases
and in recognition that prevention
is a means of combating the
spread of disease, the Board of
Education requires the
immunization of pupils against
certain diseases in accordance
with state statute and rules of the
New Jersey State Department of

Health and Senior Services.

A pupil shall not knowingly be
admitted or retained in school if the
parent(s) or legal guardian(s) has
not submitted acceptable evidence
of the child's

N.J.A.C. 8:57-4 - Immunization of
Pupils in School.
