e Communicate proactively with , Head of Middle School, Assistant Head, Dean of
Academics, colleagues, and parents as necessary concerning student engagement and
performance.

e Maintain active communications with students’ parents/guardians.

e Supervise after-school activities while ensuring student safety at all times, giving
direction appropriate to the activity, and modeling good behavior and citizenship.

Secondary Responsibilities

e Research current trends in English content and instructional methods appropriate to
teaching English to different learning styles. Share research findings with department
colleagues and, if appropriate, with other teachers in the school.
