Some examples include Family Math and Reading Events, PTO Events, and Summer
Library Program.

» Parent/Teacher Conferences will be held each year with flexible scheduling to discuss your
student’s progress and ways you can work together with the teacher to help your child reach
their goals. Parents are welcomed to request a second conference later in the school year.

* Report Cards are available to view quarterly. Parents are encouraged to look up their
student’s grades on Infinite Campus regularly.
