What Makes a Meal?
o Lunch consists of 5 food components: grains (part of entrée), protein (part of
entrée), fruits, vegetables and milk. Under National School Lunch Program
guidelines, students must choose at least 3 of the 5 listed food components and one
must be a fruit or vegetable.
o Breakfast consists of a hot or cold entrée, fruit/fruit juice and milk. Students are
offered 1 cup of fruit/fruit juice as part of the meal and must select at least %2 cup
fruit/fruit juice.
