
Examples of types of clubs:
Classic/Antique Car Clubs (25 years of age at the time of entry) – Clubs only! No more than 6
cars/units per entry, must pay two entry fees.
Contemporary Car Club. No more than 6 cars/units per entry, must pay 2 entries per club;
Antique vehicle (25 years of age at the time of entry) – This may be a truck (except firetrucks), car,
bus, etc. Only one vehicle allowed per entry, must pay two entries per organization;
Antique Firetruck (25 years of age at the time of entry) – Only one vehicle allowed per entry, and
only one entry per organization;
Motorcycle – No more than 6 units per entry, maximum of two entries per club;
Equestrian Clubs - $5 per horse

Cost: $20 per float or entry (See below for payment details)     No 18 wheelers allowed.

Float Riders can be dropped off to ride the float at the City Park Exit located at W. Lloyd and N. 5th Street. (Yellow
Star) or, can be dropped off at the City Park entrance off Gregg Rd and walk across the park. 

Parade will end at Hattie Dyer Elementary. (Red Star) You are able to throw candy. NO chocolate please. 
It will be warm out, so make sure to have water available for your riders on the float.
