3. Applicant must submit a student activity sheet/resume. (Include volunteer work, leadership positions, 
community service, PTA experiences, etc.)  
4. Applicant must submit an essay stating:  

1. How community service has enhanced his/her life.  
2. What roll PTA has played in his/her school experience throughout the years.  

5. To be considered for the Elementary and Middle School Scholarship(s), applicant must have attended that 
school.  
6. To be considered for the EIHS PTSA scholarship the applicant:  

a. Must be a member of the EIHS PTSA a minimum of 2 years. 
 b. Must have actively volunteered for the PTSA in one of the following events:
