Student Checkout:
Please note that if you need to pick up your students from school, we do not call them out of class until an

adult shows ID.

After 3 pm, it is difficult to check out students. If parents
need to check students out early for an appointment,

please avoid the 3:00-3:15 pm timeframe.

We appreciate your partnership with us in ensuring
the safety of all BCMS Mustangs during dismissal!

As we strive to maintain a focused and safe learning environment, we would like to remind you of one of our
school policies:

Please dispose of any drink other than water before entering school. Our staff has been instructed to ask
students to dispose of non-water drinks to prevent spills that could be damaging and disruptive to
learning. Only water is permitted because it is less likely to stain or cause damage if spilled.

Additionally, eating is not allowed in the classroom. After lunch, students will dispose of all food and
other drinks besides water before leaving the cafeteria. 

Food is not allowed in classrooms to prevent distractions and potential messes, helping us maintain
focus. Keeping our learning spaces clean is essential for a conducive learning environment. 

Please note that guardians and students are not permitted to bring or have fast food delivered to the
school premises.

As outlined in our Acceptable Use Policy Violation protocol, failure to comply with board
policy will result in the following consequences:

1st Offense -Warning and up to 3 days of In-School Suspension (I.S.S.).
2nd Offense -Up to 5 days of In-School Suspension (I.S.S.).
        -Possible internet/device restrictions.
        -Possible referral to the appropriate law enforcement agency.
