What is the Student Fundraiser?

The Student Fundraiser is our annual student-led school fundraiser that
highlights and supports our vibrant community. In 2024, each student is
championed to “Share Your Love for SMA” by raising $200 through their
extended network of friends and family to contribute to the school-wide
goal of $100,000. The event is a learning opportunity for students;
teaching them about the importance of philanthropy, while giving them on
the ground experience with fundraising. The funds raised through the
Student Fundraiser support the entire SMA community, benefiting
academics, extra-curricular activities, tuition assistance, and more.

Who should you ask for donations?

The student fundraiser is an opportunity for students to engage with their
communities, including neighbors, extended family members, church
friends, and their parents’ co-workers. Students are encouraged to share
their personal St. Mary’s story and educate their community on the
school’s special impact on young women. The student fundraiser is about
deepening the web of support for SMA.
