This insurance provides coverage in case
of loss or damage, which could be in excess of $200.

CHROMEBOOKS

As you may have heard, the Mead School District is committed to ensuring our
classrooms are free from the distraction of cellular devices and other electronic
devices (earbuds, smart watches, etc.). Please look through [this Mead SD
document] that details our rationale, expectations, and consequences for these
devices. While the changes are not drastically different from our past
expectations at the middle school level, we will be putting an emphasis on the
devices being “off and away.” At Mountainside, our expectation will be that a
student’s device(s) is either locked in their locker or zipped up in their backpack
for the entire day. We do not want to have devices in a student’s pocket as the
temptation can be too much for developing middle school brains. Thank you for
helping us by going through our expectations with your child!
