Students, 3 community groups
rehab Salamander Park habitat

The Fox Chapel Area School District, in
conjunction with three community groups,
was awarded a 2024 Governor’s Award for
Environmental Excellence. The “Second-
Graders Restoring Habitat at Salamander
Park” project was conducted alongside the
Audubon Society of Western Pennsylvania,
the Allegheny County Chapter of the Izaak
Walton League of America, and Fox Chapel
Borough Parks Commission and Public
Works Department.
