Dear Parents/Guardians:

JWE’s “lockdown” drill is scheduled for Thursday, September 12, with a discussion drill being held on
Wednesday, September 4. During this practice emergency drill, students and teachers will go through the steps
of our campus lockdown procedure. Like our campus fire evacuation drills and shelter-in-place drills, this drill
will allow teachers and students to practice the procedure while our campus emergency response team
evaluates the plan for effectiveness and efficiency. We will have local law enforcement officers on site during
the drill on Thursday, September 12 so you will see emergency vehicles on campus that day, because they will
be assisting us in practicing this drill.

A true “lockdown” would occur in the event of a threat or hazard inside the school building. During this
procedure, teachers would lock the classroom doors, turn out the lights, and move the students and
themselves into an area of the classroom that could not be seen from the doorway window. Students would be
directed to remain quiet and calm while each teacher takes roll. The class would then wait until the lockdown
procedure is canceled when a first responder opens the classroom door to give directions. We will also be
practicing evacuation with certain classes who are close to exit doors. This will be similar to a fire drill where
the class will evacuate the building together under the direction of the teacher. All students will remain on the
campus property.

All of our teachers have received training on our campus lockdown procedures and how to prepare students
for the drill. On the morning of Sept. 12, an announcement will be made over the intercom to start the
lockdown drill. The expected amount of time for this drill is no more than 20 minutes. Please remember, we will
have local law enforcement officers on campus and you will see emergency vehicles on campus that day,
because they will be assisting us in practicing this drill.

Thank you for your support of our efforts to make our campus emergency plans as effective as possible. Our
campus emergency response team—which includes administrators, counselor, office staff, custodians, and
nurse—will continue to look for ways to keep our building as safe as possible while also retaining a welcoming
atmosphere.

Todos nuestros maestros han recibido entrenamiento sobre los procedimientos de cierre del campus y como
preparar a los estudiantes para el simulacro.
