Success for All Students

At Fairmount, we believe in success for all of our
students. To achieve this, we operate in a Professional
Learning Community (PLC) model, where teachers
collaboratively plan authentic learning opportunities
that include a variety of technology tools. Teacher
teams assess student work based on learning targets
and success criteria that meet or exceed state
standards.

When students reach these targets, they have
opportunities to extend their learning. When students
need additional time and support, teachers implement
interventions and then progress monitor student
success as they work toward their goals.

Our teacher teams, instructional coach, learning
specialists, school psychologist, and administrators are
all members of our school problem-solving team when
students do not show adequate growth. Together, we
analyze student data to determine root causes and
then implement instructional strategies and
interventions to help our students succeed.
