wait for directions.

Shelter in
Place

e Remain indoors (classroom or
gym areas) and follow
instructions from Incident
Command.

e Classroom or gym door seals

and vents should all be sealed.

Lahar
Evacuation

¢ Once lahar siren sounds,

students and staff exit outside.

Students and staff move to
higher ground, as directed by
teacher, using assigned routes
for each school site. Stay calm
and follow staff instructions.

All staff and students
will follow building reunification
instructions for a smooth
reunion.

¢ Families must bring their IDs for
the check-in process at the
staging area, where their
student will be released to them.
