E-Bike Popularity and Safety Concerns
for Children and Teenagers

E-bikes are convenient and fun and are growing in popularity
among children and teenagers because of it. However, with

the increased use of e-bikes, safety concerns have emerged,
particularly regarding children’s safety. The American Academy
of Pediatrics emphasizes the importance of adult supervision for
children under the age of 16 riding e-bikes.

E-bikes can travel at speeds reaching up to 28 miles per hour;

this increased speed can lead to more severe injuries in the event
of an accident. According to the Centers for Disease Control

and Prevention, bicyclists aged 10 to 24 have the highest rate of
emergency room visits for crashes. In 2020, the National Electronic
Injury Surveillance System reported that there were approximately
14,000 injuries related to e-bikes, with adolescents accounting for
a significant proportion of these incidents.

Ensuring that children wear helmets on any form of bicycle is
crucial for their safety — it is such a simple, yet effective precaution.
Studies have shown that wearing helmets reduces the risk of severe
traumatic brain injuries by over 50% in cycling accidents. Despite

these statistics, a significant number of children still ride without
a helmet.

Visibility is another key factor in safe riding. Children should be
taught to ride their e-bikes in protected areas, away from heavy
traffic and complicated intersections. It's also important for riders
to wear bright clothing and use lights and reflectors for better
visibility, especially during nighttime and low-light conditions.

Parents and guardians play a crucial role in not only enforcing
helmet use but also in educating children on safe riding practices.
At Miller Children’s & Women's Hospital, the Injury Prevention
Program is dedicated to providing safety education to children
and families in our community. This program aims to reduce the
number of preventable injuries through education and outreach.
The injury prevention team offers workshops on proper helmet
fitting, rules of the road, the importance of road awareness, and
safe riding techniques.

Innovation Lab Program Bring Educators and Tech Companies Together
to Develop Solutions For K-12 Education

A new Innovation Lab
program launched this summer
as part of a partnership
between the Los Angeles
County Office of Education
(LACOE) and the University
of Southern California (USC)
Edtech Accelerator, with the
support of the Greater Los
Angeles Education Foundation
(GLAEF). The groundbreaking
collaborative effort seeks to gather input
from educators and staff on some of the most
pressing challenges facing K-12 schools today
in hopes of developing better solutions to those
complex problems.

This summer, LACOE, USC and GLAEF
brought together educators from across Los
Angeles County for an Innovation Design
Summit to listen to their concerns. The event,
held at USC on August 2, 2024, gave educators
an opportunity to share firsthand experiences
and identify pain points that have long hindered
their ability to effectively support students.

Instead of vendors selling solutions in a
vacuum, the Innovation Lab Program prioritizes
a collaborative model where schools drive
the process. This approach ensures that
technology solutions are carefully considered
and strategically implemented to address the
specific needs of schools and ultimately improve

student outcomes.

Identifying specific challenges faced
by school districts was the first step in the
Innovation Lab Program. Next steps include:

e Solution Sourcing: Leveraging USC’s
network to discover potential technology
solutions.

e Company Development: Providing selected
tech companies with a curriculum to
enhance their product efficacy and market
readiness.

e Teacher Engagement: Involving teachers
in the program to provide feedback on
technology solutions.

e Evaluation and Dissemination: Assessing
the effectiveness of the solutions and
sharing findings to create a trusted vendor

network.

By placing teachers at the forefront of the
solution-finding process, The Innovation Lab
Program aims to create tools that are not only
effective but also truly meet the needs of those
on the front lines.

This powerful partnership, with its
innovative approach aims to transform how
technology is integrated into education and
enhance the learning experience for students.
