Transcripts — official copy of high school grade transcripts

Proof of Service Statement by Veteran — DD214 accepted

Essay — A double-spaced, three to five page interview narrative essay, in 10 or 12 point font.
The most critical aspects of the narrative essay are what you have learned from the interview and
how you express those ideas. Your entry will be scored based on originality, appearance and
grammar (verbatim or basic question/answer formats will not be accepted).

All data must be postmarked by February 28". The four successful candidates will be notified by April 1°.
