Choice Program

Pine Hill School District is composed of four schools, which include Dr. Albert Bean Elementary School, John
Glenn Elementary School, Pine Hill Middle School, and Overbrook High School. Students from both
Clementon and Berlin Township School Districts join those residing in Pine Hill to attend Overbrook High
School. We offer an interdistrict school choice program with seats available for grades 2-12 which includes
a specialty of Fine & Performing Arts at Overbrook High School. Pine Hill School District is a diverse school
community with small class sizes in most grades. We present a comprehensive Pre-K to 12 educational
program with a full range of athletic and extra-curricular opportunities for students. Our high school offers
a variety of advanced placement (AP) courses as well as a dual-credit program with Camden County
College. The Pine Hill School District, in partnership with parents and the community, is dedicated to
educating all students in a safe, nurturing environment in order to develop productive citizens who are
committed to lifelong learning. We invite you to become part of our school community.

Choice Seats Availability
The purpose of the chart below is to inform parents of choice seat availability before the application
deadline on November 25, 2024. After the deadline, the information will be outdated.

The Department of Education limits the number of choice seats that each district can fill. The “maximum
number of new choice students that can be enrolled” tells parents how many new choice students the
district can enroll in the next school year. If more than the maximum number of applications is received, a
lottery will be held and a waitlist will be developed. Waitlists will be developed for all approved choice
grades even if no seats are currently available. NA indicates the district is not accepting choice applications
for those grades.

District Choice Policies

a. The district accepts Tier 2 students (see choice website definitions of Tier 1 and Tier 2 and below). Yes

b. The district gives enrollment preference to choice applicants who have a sibling currently enrolled in the
choice district and who will continue to be enrolled in the following year, provided the applicant will enroll Yes
in a choice-approved grade/program, they meet any program-specific criteria, and the district has seats
available in the desired grades.

c. The district gives enrollment preference to choice applicants who have completed the terminal grade of
the sending district (i.e., students who attend a choice district with grades that terminate before 12th Yes
grade and have a natural progression to this choice district), provided there are choice seats available in
the choice-approved grades/programs and the students meet any program-specific criteria.

d. The district gives enrollment preference to resident students who move before the application deadline. If
resident students move and file choice applications for the following year prior to the deadline, the district Yes
will give them enrollment preference (i.e., accept them after the enrollment preference students described
in b. and c. above, but ahead of other applicants), provided there are choice seats available in the choice-
approved grades/programs and the students meet any program-specific criteria. If the district has already
reached its approved choice enrollment maximum, this preference will not apply.

e. The district gives special consideration to resident students who move after the application deadline.
Students in this situation may apply as late applicants and be added to the front of the district’s waitlist, Yes
provided the students will enroll in a choice-approved grade/program and they meet any program-specific
criteria. No additional choice seats above the maximum will be approved by the NJDOE to accommodate
these students.

Transportation Note to Parents
Transportation of choice students is not guaranteed. If a student is eligible for transportation (within 20 miles of
the school) and the cost will exceed the maximum amount designated in the Annual Appropriations Act, the
parent/guardian will be given aid in lieu of transportation and, in some cases, the option of receiving the
transportation and paying the additional amount over the maximum. By Aug. 1, parents should receive
notification of their transportation options from the resident district. For more information, read the Choice
School Transportation Procedures found on the Student Transportation webpage.

Tier 1 students

Choice districts must first fill their available seats with Tier 1 students. If the number of Tier 1 applications
exceeds the number of choice seats available, the choice district must hold a lottery to randomly select
students.

Tier 1 students include the following applicants:

e Students who are enrolled in a NJ public school in their resident school district during the time of
application and for the entire year immediately preceding enrollment in a choice district.

e Astudent who moved during the school year and attended their resident district schools.

e Students who attend a choice district that terminates before 12th grade and have reached the final grade.

e Charter school students.

e To qualify as Tier 1 for kindergarten, a student must be attending their resident district preschool, or

a student has a sibling attending the choice district in the current year and the sibling will continue to
be enrolled in the following year.

Tier 2 students

Choice districts are not obligated to accept Tier 2 students. If a choice district accepts Tier 2 applicants,
they may do so after all the qualified Tier 1 applicants have been accepted. If the number of Tier 2
applications exceeds the number of choice seats available, the choice district must hold a Tier 2 lottery to
select students. Tier 2 students include NJ residents who have not attended their resident public school
for the entire year immediately prior to enrollment in the desired choice district and do not otherwise
meet the requirements for Tier 1. This includes students who have been attending public school outside
their districts of residence or private school. Tier 2 students also include students applying for

kindergarten who are not attending their resident district preschool and do not have a sibling attending
the choice district in the current year.

Notificacion A Los Padres Acerca Del Transporte

No se garantiza el transporte de los estudiantes de eleccidn. Si un estudiante es elegible para el transporte (porque
vive menos de 20 millas de la escuela) y el costo supera la cantidad maxima designada en la ley, la madre/el
padre/tutor recibird una subvencién en lugar de transporte y, en algunos casos, la opcidn de recibir el transporte y
pagar el importe adicional necesario aparte de la cantidad maxima designada en la ley. Antes del 1 de agosto, los
padres deben recibir notificacidon de sus opciones de transporte del distrito de residencia.

Definicidns de Nivel 1 y Nivel 2
Los Estudiantes de Nivel 1

Los distritos de eleccion primero deben cubrir todas sus vacantes disponibles con estudiantes de Nivel 1. Si el
numero de solicitudes de Nivel 1 supera el nimero de vacantes de eleccidén disponibles, el distrito de eleccion
debe organizar un sorteo para seleccionar a los estudiantes al azar.

Los estudiantes de Nivel 1 son estudiantes inscritos en una escuela publica de NJ en su distrito escolar de
residencia en el momento de la solicitud y por todo el afio inmediatamente anterior a la inscripcién en un distrito
de eleccion. Si un estudiante se mudd durante el afio escolar y asistié a una escuela publica de residencia de su
distrito de residencia anterior, también se considera de Nivel 1. Los estudiantes de escuelas auténomas (“charter
schools”) se consideran de Nivel 1. Para ser elegible en el Nivel 1 para kindergarten, el estudiante debe asistir a un
preescolar en su distrito de residencia o el estudiante debe tener un(a) hermano(a) que actualmente asista al
distrito de eleccidn.

Los Estudiantes de Nivel 2

Los distritos de eleccidn no tienen la obligacidn de aceptar a estudiantes de Nivel 2. Si un distrito de eleccién
acepta candidatos de Nivel 2, debe hacerlo solo después de que todos los candidatos elegibles de Nivel 1 hayan
sido aceptados. Si el nUmero de solicitudes de Nivel 2 supera el nimero de vacantes de eleccidn disponibles, el
distrito de eleccion debe organizar un sorteo para seleccionar a los estudiantes. Los estudiantes de Nivel 2 son los
residentes de NJ que no asistieron a su escuela publica de residencia para todo el afio inmediatamente anterior a
la inscripcion en el distrito de eleccidn deseado y no rednen de otra forma los requisitos del Nivel 1. Esto abarca
los estudiantes que han asistido a escuelas publicas fuera de sus distritos de residencia o a escuelas privadas.
