Faith Matters

As of December 1, 2024, The United States
Council of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) has
authorized a new translation for the Rite of
Christian Initiation (RCIA), to be renamed
the Order of Christian Initiation (OCIA).

Rather than a single rite, the process
through which both baptized and
unbaptized adults enter into full
communion with the Catholic Church
includes a number of rites as they journey
through their faith formation. These
special rites include Welcoming,
Acceptance and Scrutinies, along with a
number of special blessings; a sponsor
(also called godparent) serves as a close
friend to walk with each candidate or
catechumen during their journey. Weekly
presentations explore basic topics of our
faith and allow both sponsors and
catechists to facilitate discussions and
provide answers to varied questions.

Sponsors are needed! This year's class has
begun with 10 inquirers, some of whom
need a trusted friend to walk with them on
this journey. No need to be a whiz about
your faith!
