Purpose: The Capital Outlay Budget includes monies for annual resurfacing and
refinishing of athletic floors at twenty-eight (28) locations throughout the district. Creative
Floors Coating & Design was selected to perform this service.

3. East High Grove Campus — Tunnels B and C

Purpose: On November 6, 2023, at East High School on the Grove Campus in the tunnel
between Buildings B and C, a steam leak led to a gas line failure in the tunnel. The area
could not be safely accessed through the tunnel due to deterioration of the structural
integrity of the tunnel’s roof. Repair required removal of the parking lot over the tunnel,
as well as removal of the roof of the tunnel, to safely access the gas line.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the BOE approve a total amount not to exceed
of $91,390 to Reconstruction Services, LLC for the necessary repairs as detailed above,
which includes estimates to date of $81,390 and an additional recommended contingency
of $10,000.

4. Lightwells Additional Roof Replacement — East High

2023-24 Budget

Purpose: On February 13, 2023, the Board of Education approved an amount not to
exceed $658,858.58 for Lightwells Roof Replacement — East High School. At the time of
approval, it was noted that additional evaluation and investigation was necessary, but
time was of the essence in order to prevent further damage to the building. The imminent
hazard has been addressed, but during completion of the work, one of the four lightwell
roofs was determined by the structural engineer to have horizontal cracking of the
structural concrete roof system. Repair will require using a combination of epoxy injection
and carbon fiber structural reinforcement from the underside of the roof concrete slab.
This work necessitates the removal and replacement of the architectural ceilings below
the roof structure.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the BOE approve a total revised amount not to
exceed of $1,008,858.58 to Reconstruction Services, LLC for the necessary roof
replacement and repairs as detailed above. This amount includes $658,858.58 originally
approved on February 18, 2023, as well as $350,000 to address necessary concrete roof
structural repairs referenced above.

5. Music Suite and Node Room — East High

Purpose: On July 5, 2023, masonry wall movement was discovered and evaluated by a
structural engineer in the Music Suite and Node Room at East High School. The
evaluation revealed the need for the wall in the music suite to be more adequately braced
to better support the concrete roof structure. At the node room, the evaluation determined
that openings in the foundation wall should be filled with a structural material to
adequately support the size of load applied from the wall/floor above, and damaged floor
structure should be repaired.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the BOE approve a total amount not to exceed
of $68,846.01 to Reconstruction Services, LLC for the necessary repairs as detailed
above, which includes estimates to date of $63,846.01 and an additional recommended
contingency of $5,000.

6. Nutrition Services Expansion — Construction Manager At-Risk — GMP #2 Appendix 7

Purpose: The 2023-24 Capital Outlay Budget includes monies for construction projects at
various district sites. On March 8, 2023, the Board approved entering into a contract with
Hutton Corporation to provide Construction Manager at Risk services for the Nutrition
Services Expansion Project. The Board of Education has approved Guaranteed
Maximum Price (GMP) awards #1a and #1b in the cumulative amount of $5,662,332.
This third Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) award has been established to replace the
large overhead doors on the receiving dock in the amount of $807,000.

Corporation to include Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) #2 in the amount of $807,000.
This will bring the cumulative total for GMP #1A, 1B, and 2 to $6,469,322.

On January 23, 2023, the Board approved entering into a contract
with Hutton Corporation to provide Construction Manager at Risk services for the Security
Improvements Projects at various district sites. The Board of Education has approved
Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) awards #1 through #3 in the cumulative amount of
$4,320,660. The fourth Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) award has been established
to pre-order hardware necessary to replace, correct, and adjust classroom security at
various sites.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board amend the contract with Hutton
Corporation to include Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) #4 in the amount of $227,000.
This will bring the cumulative total for GMP #4, and previously approved GMP awards #1
through #3, to $4,547,660.

Interventions is provided to all district staff members. On July 31st, 2023, the Board
approved select staff members to attend professional development through the Crisis
Prevention Institute (CPI) and become certified as NCI (Nonviolent Crisis Intervention)
trainers. CPIl used an updated curriculum for this training that no longer included a
particular hold (Team Control) which has historically been used by our staff. Rather than
requiring us to pay for additional training to learn the Team Control method, CPI has
granted us the free option to learn/teach this hold through their video library.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board authorize the district to sign the
permissions letter with Crisis Prevention Institute (CPI) so our new trainers can have
access to the video training for the Team Control hold at no additional cost to the district
and teach it to others.

General and Supplemental General Funds Budget Report

Salaries

Due to the teacher contract payments running September thru August with three payments made in June, the percent of budget remaining will always be
higher than the actual remaining fiscal year. Percentage spent to date is in line with previous two years.

Benefits

Benefit account lines should be in line with the salary accounts and are within budget parameters.

Purchased Services

Many of the expenditures and encumbrances are for annual commitments, primarily work comp and property insurance renewal, audit fees, and teacher
recruiting fees. Consequently, there is a high percentage of usage in the first month of the fiscal year. Property/Casualty Insurance payments posted in
July which accounted for over $4.6 million of Purchased Services. Other activity is primarily in Instructional Services and Repairs & Maintenance Services.

Utilities

These account lines include telecommunication accounts as well as the typical utility payments. Credits reflect revenue from building rentals. Utilities
expense to date is slightly lower than same time last year. The November utility payments will be made in December.

Transportation Services

Unified School District 259 may grant credit to high school students participating in certain
domestic and/or foreign travel experiences.

The elementary and secondary mathematics departments of Learning Services will coordinate
the mathematics program and provide consultation service, inservice activities, and experience
in the preparation of teaching materials.

The prime responsibility of the administration and supervision of the mathematics program
within each school rests with the principal.

The principal shall monitor the mathematics program in their building to ensure the time
allocated for mathematics instruction in BOE Policy 6317 — Elementary Time Allotments, and
for the secondary schools in P1225 — Organization of the School Day — Middle and High
Schools, are being followed.

Funds for the purchase of support and enrichment materials for the mathematics program are
included in the per student allocations for each school building.

A criteria committee is established to provide guidelines and criteria for adoption of textbooks
and materials for the textbook adoption.

The Textbook Selection Committee will follow the procedures for adoption or readopting a
mathematics program as outlined in P6020 — Textbook Adoption Procedures.

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P6791 PHYSICAL EDUCATION
BOARD POLICY:

Physical Education is that phase of the general educational program that contributes,
primarily through movement experiences, to the total growth and development of each child.
Motor Skill development and fitness education are the basis for standards-based Physical
Education.

Physical Education is a curriculum requirement in grades K-5. At the middle school level,
students must have one semester of classes or two semesters of classes every other day. At
the high school level, ene—unit one semester of physical education and one semester of
health is required for high school graduation. Upon completion of the middle school and
high school requirements, physical education may be taken as an elective class.

Administrative Implemental Procedures:

L.

The Department of Physical Education provides consultative services in working with school
personnel to maintain a sound program.

The goals and objectives of the program are outlined in physical education curriculum guides
for each level, based on a pre-K through 12 standards and benchmarks.

At all levels and in all activities, the overall program will comply with appropriate federal
mandates.

The regular teacher of all physical education classes shall be licensed to teach physical
education. In the absence of the regular teacher, a substitute teacher may be assigned.

The elementary school program should concentrate on fundamental movement, motor skills,
social skills, and beginning fitness concepts based on district standards and benchmarks. A
minimum of 90 minutes (60 minutes for half-day kindergarten) per week is recommended.

The middle school program should provide for personal wellness choices involving health,
sports, games, and physical fitness activities based on district standards and benchmarks.

High school physical education should concentrate on activities that provide students with the
knowledge and skills to enjoy a physically active, healthy lifestyle based on district standards
and benchmarks.

Students may be excused on a limited basis from particular preplanned daily physical education

activity or segment of the program.

a. Notes written by the parent requesting the student be excused for a brief period of time for
such reasons as illness, injury, medical or dental treatment will be honored.

b. Long term requests to be excused from physical education for such reasons as broken
bones, disease, or postoperative recuperation must be in writing and signed by proper
medical authority.

c. Upon written request of parents, students may be excused from the physical education
program where participation violates religious beliefs.
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d. The school principal or appropriate designee shall be responsible for assessing and acting
upon any special requests to be excused from segments of the established program.

9. Each school has a yearly budgetary allocation for the purchase of equipment and supplies.

10. The elementary physical education weekly time allotments are outlined in BOE Policy 6317 -
Elementary Time Allotments. Middle school allotments are one class period based on site
schedules. Class periods in grades 9 through 12 shall be in accordance with regulations as
prescribed in the Kansas State Department of Education booklet of Accreditation Regulations.

11. To ensure safety and maximum participation, refer to BOE Policy 1221 - Class Size, Numerical
Standards — Secondary, and BOE Policy 1229 - Class Size, Numerical Standards - Elementary,
for recommended maximum class sizes.

12. Physical activity should not be routinely used (i.e., running laps, pushups) or withheld (i.e.
recess, physical education class) as a consequence.

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P7090 SMALL UNMANNED AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS (sUAS)
BOARD POLICY:

The use by any person, entity, or organization of small unmanned aircraft systems (SUAS)
on or over property owned or leased by Unified School District No. 259 is governed by this
policy. Approved uses will be authorized by the Superintendent’s designees only for official
business or educational purposes of the district and must be consistent with the law,
regulations, and the terms of this policy.

Administrative Implemental Procedures:

1.

Approved Uses.

a.
b.

Only uses specifically authorized by the Superintendent’s designees are permitted.
Any use not specifically authorized in subparagraph a. is prohibited. Any use for
surveillance is not permitted.

Review and Authorization Process for sUAS Operations.

a.

Coordination and control of all SUAS operations occurring on or over district property will
be vested in the Superintendent’s designees. No employee may purchase an sUAS for
official business or educational purposes without prior approval from their designees.
Following approval for purchase, all district-owned SUAS weighing more than 0.55 pounds
(250 Grams) must be registered with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and must
have a remote ID prior to operation.

The designees shall confer with their assigned departments desiring to conduct sSUAS
operations and determine whether the proposed operations are consistent with applicable
law, regulations, and this policy. If approved, the respective designee shall appoint an
individual within each such department to manage flight operations. Particular operations
may be conducted following approval of the flight plan(s) by the departmental appointees.
Each departmental appointee shall submit a call-out procedure governing their flight
operations authorization process to their respective designee for approval. The designees
shall develop and publish a district-approved sUAS Flight Operations Manual as well as
any additional guidelines, policies, and procedures to ensure the safe and proper use of
SUAS. The designees shall be the official representative of the district for communications
to and from the FAA.

Compliance.

a.

All use and operation of SUAS must comply with FAA regulations in Title 14, Part 107,
or in Title 49, Part 44809, of the United States Code and with any other federal, state, or
local laws or regulations regarding the use of SUAS.

Any request for a waiver of Part 107 requirements may be submitted by a departmental
appointee for approval to the FAA. If granted, operations shall thereafter be conducted
consistent with the authority conferred by the FAA, which shall control over any
conflicting provision of this policy.

SUAS Operators.

a.

All persons operating SUAS outdoors on or over district property must possess a remote
pilot certificate with an SUAS rating issued by the FAA or be under the direct supervision
of a remote pilot in command who has the ability to immediately take direct control of the
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flight of the SUAS. Employees attaining certification must file their certifications with their
respective designee.

Remote pilots in command must be at least 16 years of age and must perform all necessary
training for safe and efficient SUAS operations, including but not limited to aeronautical
knowledge training, SUAS model-specific flight training, and any additional training
needed for recertification. Operators must be knowledgeable of the laws and regulations
governing such operations.

5. SUAS Operations.

a.

Operations are permitted only (i) for official business or educational purposes of the district
as authorized by the Superintendent’s designees, or (ii) by the district’s JROTC program
pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 44809(a)(1). All other uses by employees, students, or members
of the general public on or over district property are prohibited. Operators, whether district
employees, contractors, or students supervised by certificated instructors, will conduct
flights in accordance with the district-approved sUAS Flight Operations Manuals and
governing law and regulations. Indoor operations are permitted based upon the judgment
of the departmental appointee that such operations are suitable within the space. Regardless
of location, due regard for the safety of persons, the national airspace, and physical security
of property shall guide all operations.

Each operator shall maintain a logbook containing notations for each flight, performance
of maintenance or task for the SUAS, and any other information relevant to proper conduct
of operations. The logbook shall be submitted to the Superintendent’s designees on January
1 and July 1 of each year.

Violations of the law, regulations, or this policy by employees may be subject to discipline.
Violations by the public may be subject to referral to the appropriate authorities. As may
be required by federal regulations, potential violations may also be reported to the FAA.

6. Data Security and Privacy.

a.

Data acquired from sUAS operations shall be collected, secured, and stored in accordance
with electronic data security standards established by the Division of Information Services
and Technology. Contractors must agree to retain data for at least three (3) years following
any operation and to provide such data to the Superintendent’s designees upon request.
Operations shall be conducted so as to minimize the collection of data regarding property
not owned or used by the district and shall not infringe upon reasonable expectations of
personal privacy. Requests from the general public to delete, de-identify, or obfuscate data
gathered shall be submitted to:

The requirements of the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) and BOE
Policy 5501 and its implementing guidelines (5501a) shall govern the collection and
maintenance of any data regarding district students.

7. Insurance and Indemnification. Prior to the commencement of any sSUAS operations, the
designees shall assure their inventoried drones or changes to the inventory are reported to
EBIM (Employee Benefits Insurance Management) and are properly covered under the current
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drone insurance policy for such operations in an amount not less than five hundred thousand
dollars ($500,000.00) per occurrence. Prior to authorization of operations by contractors or
other third parties, the departmental appointee overseeing the operation shall require entry of
an agreement to indemnify the district and hold it harmless from any and all claims arising
from such operations as well as providing proof of liability insurance naming the district as an
additional insured in an amount not less than five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000.00) per
occurrence before being allowed to operate.

8. SUAS Maintenance. SUAS must be airworthy as defined by the FAA and should be inspected
preflight and at regular intervals by authorized personnel to assure their proper and safe
operation. Maintenance should be performed in accordance with manufacturer/industry
standards. A list of all district-authorized sUAS shall be maintained by the designees.

9. Notifications. Any concerns regarding the propriety or safety of any specific operation or
possible violation of this policy should be directed to the Superintendent’s designees. Any
accident-causing personal injury or damage to property (other than the sUAS) should be
reported to the respective designee. Depending on the nature and severity of the incident, the
designee shall report the accident to the FAA consistent with the requirements of federal
regulations. In addition to FAA reporting and regardless of severity, the Superintendent’s
designees should assure district forms, including but not limited to, employee report of
incident, incident involving a member of public, security incident report, and student accident
reports are completed and filed with the proper department in a timely manner.
