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2. Magnet Schools of America Recognition

Every year, Magnet Schools of America (MSA) selects a handful of schools from 
hundreds of applicants to receive their Merit Award of Distinction. The Merit Awards are 
based on adherence to MSA’s five pillars of magnet schools which are Diversity, 
Innovative Curriculum and Professional Development, Academic Excellence, High-
Quality Instructional Systems, and Family and Community Partnerships.  


This year, WPS had three buildings receive an award for Merit School of Distinction! 
Brooks Center for STEM and Arts won the award for the second time while Earhart 
Environmental Magnet and McLean Science and Technology Magnet both won for the 
third time.  


In addition to the Merit Award of Distinction, which is the second highest honor from 
MSA, the organization also bestows a Merit Award of Excellence to a very exclusive and 
elite class of magnet schools. Through 10 years of applying for these MSA distinctions, 
no WPS school had ever won the coveted Excellence category until last year when 
Mayberry Cultural and Fine Arts Magnet received it.  


This year not only did Mayberry achieve Excellence again but was joined by Hyde 
Leadership and International Studies and Allison Traditional Magnets as the best of the 
best magnet schools in the nation.

A. Proposals for Closing Schools, Boundaries, and Reassignment                              Appendix 1

Purpose: At their July 31, 2023, regular meeting, the Board of Education received information 
regarding the district’s facility conditions, needs, and enrollment forecasting. On October 2, 
2023, the Board approved retaining Cooperative Strategies, LLC, for the purposes of facility 
master planning services. Cooperative Strategies subsequently reported back to the Board 
on December 11, 2023, regarding the state of the district’s various facilities. This report 
considered the age of each building, deferred maintenance, and historical and projected 
enrollment trends. 


At that same meeting, the Board approved a five-year strategic plan for the district. This 
strategic plan was developed in collaboration with district students, staff members, and 
community partners through online surveys, public meetings, and expert contributions. The 
strategic plan is intended to chart a path forward for the district through the 2028-29 school 
year. 


Throughout surveys and various feedback tools were employed with staff, students, and 
community to set priorities around initiatives to retain after pandemic relief funding ends in 
September 2024. Input revealed a desire to what is best for district students.  Staff voiced 
specific concerns about job cuts, salary freezes and possible loss of student social emotional 
and behavior supports in the classroom. The feedback emphasized a priority for appropriate 
staffing, and an acknowledgement that cuts in services and programs are necessary to keep 
teachers and other staff members. 


At the January 22, 2024, regular meeting, district staff projected the need to reduce 
expenditures by $42 million in order to balance the 2024-25 budget.  This is due to declining 
enrollment since 2016, specifically the 5% drop in enrollment following the COVID-19 school 
shutdown of 2020, and the expiration of COVID-19 pandemic relief funding.  Through non-
school budget cuts, attrition, and administrative reassignment, expenditures were reduced by 
$9 million, but $33 million in spending reductions are still needed. 


After receiving this information, the Board charged administration with identifying potential 
building closures. On February 12, 2024, administration identified the following buildings: 
Hadley Middle School, Jardine STEM and Career Explorations Academy Magnet Middle 
School, Clark Elementary School, Cleaveland Traditional College and Career Readiness 
Magnet Elementary, Park Elementary School, and Payne Elementary School. 


The Board subsequently voted to schedule a public hearing for February 29, 2024 and 
directed staff to publish a notice to comply with Kansas law. The Wichita Eagle published the 
notice in Appendix 1a of this agenda on February 14 and February 18. This hearing provided 
for extensive public comment on proposed school closings, and an opportunity for the Board 
of Education to discuss and respond. 


The Board also held public listening sessions on February 21, February 22, and February 26. 
These listening sessions provided additional opportunities for public dialogue beyond the 
minimum requirements of Kansas law. During these meetings, boundary adjustment 
proposals for all recommended closing and welcoming schools were shared. It was also 
during these sessions that the public was given the opportunity to provide feedback on all the 
boundary proposals included in the recommendation. This agenda item provides an 
opportunity for the Board of Education to discuss further and/or take appropriate action on:  


1) The proposed closing of school buildings; 


2) The Superintendent’s final boundary proposals; and  


3) Transition issues.

Corporation for necessary repairs to the sewer main at South High School, in an amount 
not to exceed $41,120. 


 
6. Wall Carpet Removal – Beech Elementary School

Purpose: The Capital Outlay budget includes monies for Wall Carpet Removal at Beech 
Elementary School. The scope of this project includes: removal of carpet from walls and 
replacing with ½” drywall; relocating power, data and other electrical devices; paint 
matching affected walls; and repairing floors, cabinets and ceiling as needed. The lowest 
responsible bid was submitted by Van Asdale Construction, LLC. 


Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board enter into a contract with Van 
Asdale Construction, LLC, for Wall Carpet Removal at Beech Elementary School, in an 
amount not to exceed $126,170.

You are notified that the Board of Education of Unified School District No. 259, Wichita, Sedgwick County, Kansas 


(the Board) will hold a public hearing at the Alvin E. Morris Administrative Center, Room 813, Wichita, Sedgwick 


County, Kansas, on February 29, 2024, at 6:00 p.m. (or as soon thereafter as practicable), for the purpose of 


determining whether the following schools should be closed starting the 2024-25 school year in order to improve the 


school district. The schools are Hadley Middle School, Jardine STEM and Career Explorations Academy Magnet 


Middle School, Clark Elementary School, Cleaveland Traditional College and Career Readiness Magnet 


Elementary, Park Elementary School, and Payne Elementary School. 


It is contemplated that students at neighborhood schools would be assigned to nearby elementary schools. Students 


also have the right to apply to attend magnet schools. 


It is contemplated that students at magnet schools would have priority placement in the magnet school lottery, which 


increases odds but does not guarantee enrollment. Magnet students may also attend newly assigned neighborhood 


schools. 


The reason for the proposed closing of these buildings is budgetary, based upon continued declining enrollment 


since 2016 and the expiration of COVID-19 pandemic relief funding. In addition, the following factors are being 


considered: location of school; condition of the building; long-term projected student growth; site size and the 


ability to accommodate projected student growth; and the capacity at neighboring schools to accept the students if 


schools should close.

 In 2016, the district began declining enrollment; and 


 


 The infusion of Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Funds (ESSER), provided by 


the Federal CARES Act to offset pandemic learning loss, is set to expire September 30, 2024; and 


 


 District Administration and the Board of Education have consulted the public and engaged 


stakeholders through surveys, opportunities for public comment at regular Board meetings, a special 


hearing, and other opportunities for input to ascertain budget priorities. The district’s stakeholders, the 


Board, and administration agree that our people are valued above our facilities; and 


 


 In December 2023, the Superintendent and the Board received the advice of third-party subject 


matter experts and specialists whose analysis of district facilities revealed that that several district buildings 


are underutilized, have accumulated substantial deferred maintenance issues necessitating costly repairs, or 


both; and 


 


 In January 2024, the Superintendent and Board received information that approximately $42 


million of expenditure reductions would be necessary to balance the 2024-25 budget; and 


 


 The Administration reported the ongoing struggle to adequately staff all buildings with certified 


teachers, custodians, paraprofessionals, and other staff critical to the daily operations of schools, with 


between 200 and 300 vacancies posted during the school year throughout the school system; and 


 


 The Administration consulted BOE Policy 1213 – Closing of Attendance Centers, as well as other 


relevant factors. Those included the location of each school, condition of the building, long-term projected 


student attendance, site size, magnet redundancy, the ability of sites to accommodate projected student 


attendance, and the capacity at neighboring schools to accept the students if schools should close; and 


 


 The Superintendent presented a proposed list of schools to close at the regular Board of Education 


meeting on February 12, 2024. The proposal recommended closing six schools. At that meeting, the Board 


voted to schedule a public hearing regarding the proposed school closings for February 29, 2024, and 


directed staff to publish a notice as required by Kansas law.; and 


 


 The Board has considered the evidence presented to it at the public hearing on February 29, 2024, 


and being fully advised in the premises, now resolves as follows. 
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Education of Unified School District 


No. 259 (Wichita), Sedgwick County, Kansas (the “Board”): 


Section 1. After reviewing and considering information relating to enrollment and school closings, 


including the following: 


• Online survey; 


• Community feedback; 


• Stakeholder engagement; 


• Attendance guidelines and principles; 


• Factors listed in Board Policy 1213 – Closing of Attendance Centers; 


• Public comments at regular Board meetings; 


• Public comments at scheduled listening sessions held February 21, 22 and 26, 2024; 


• Public comments at the public hearing held on February 29, 2024; 


• Presentation on December 11, 2023, illustrating to the Board the underutilization of certain 


buildings; and 


• Financial condition of the district in light of the fact that over the last seven school years the district 


has declined in enrollment and faces reducing expenditures by a projected $42 million to balance 


the 2024-25 budget; 


The Board determines that the following school buildings shall be closed to improve the school system of 


the district, accompanied by reassignment schools and alternative placement options:

Salaries Due to the teacher contract payments running September thru August with three payments made in June, the percent of budget remaining will always 
be higher than the actual remaining fiscal year. Percentage spent to date is in line with previous two years.


Benefits Benefit account lines should be in line with the salary accounts and are within budget parameters.


Purchased Services


Many of the expenditures and encumbrances are for annual commitments, primarily work comp and property insurance renewal, audit fees, and teacher 
recruiting fees. Consequently, there is a high percentage of usage in the first month of the fiscal year.  Property/Casualty Insurance payments posted in 
July which accounted for over $4.6 million of Purchased Services. Other activity is primarily in Instructional Services and Repairs & Maintenance 
Services.  Encumbrances include services for the Juvenile Detention Facility, Adult Education, and storm shelter inspection work.


Utilities These account lines include telecommunication accounts as well as the typical utility payments. Credits reflect revenue from building rentals.  Utilities 
expense to date are 15% lower than same time last year.. The January utility payments will be made in February.


Transportation Services Regular billings run 6-12 weeks behind.   Accruals for billings under the  transportation contract due but not processed are now being made.


Supplies and Materials Significant increase in costs as staff returned for the start of school, particularly in Custodial Services and Elementary Instruction.   Negatives in these 
accounts are Inventory Adjustments - offsets are in other account lines. Supply expenses to date are 17.2% higher than same time last year.


Equipment and Property The budget amounts in most of these accounts are in building budgets.  Equipment purchases are generally grouped at the beginning of the year and 
end of the year. Very little activity occurred to start school.


Miscellaneous These account lines are for items that cannot be categorized in other object codes.  The budget is very small in these accounts.


Interfund Transfers The budgeted transfers include the flow through state aid for weighted funds under the school finance formula. There were adequate balances in the 
weighted funds for July and August expenses.  Transfers are now being made.

Unlike previous years, all of FY23 state aid was paid by June 30, 2023.  Beginning cash balances are not starting out negative as they have for many 
years.  Beginning cash balances in all funds reflect ending cash balances at 6/30/23 excluding encumbrances.


Capital Outlay Fund
Expenditures and encumbrances are for construction and maintenance projects.  Construction projects are encumbered from last year and are ongoing 
now. More Capital Outlay was budgeted last year to address repairs at East, support ESSER capital projects, match the State's safety grant and 
continue to work on deferred maintenance.

The cash balance in these funds is primarily in the Special Education fund.

Revenue in these funds is from student fees and General Fund transfers.  The expenditures in these funds are for new curriculum, replacement 
textbooks, and curriculum consumables.

Most of these funds are self-supporting.  The majority of the unencumbered cash balance is in Nutrition Services ($4.3 million), Grants ($3.6 million), 
Latchkey ($4.3 million), and Special Liability funds ($2.0 million).  Nutrition Services has $10.1 million of encumbered costs, which include some 
construction costs. The Grant account reflects the Mental Health Initiative program grant.  


Federal Fund


Federal guidelines dictate that the District cannot claim revenue (reimbursement) until the money has been spent.  Consequently, the cash balance in 
the Federal Fund will usually be very low or negative until the reimbursement is received after the first of the month.  Federal Funds reflects usage of 
Federal Covid relief (ESSER) funds, so negative balances are significantly larger than pre-ESSER funding, but are declining as we move through the 
final full year of ESSER.


Self Insurance Reserve 
Fund


This is the District's property, workers compensation, disability and health insurance reserve fund and is used to pay claims during the year.  The 
majority of the expenditures are from health claims.


Contingency Reserve 
Fund


The reserve has not changed in over a year.  This balance represents about 10 days of normal operating costs and less than 4% of our operating 
budget.

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P6333 GRADUATION RULE AND DIPLOMAS 


BOARD POLICY: 


Students may graduate from high school and be issued a credit-based diploma whenever the 


principal determines that the student has met the requirements for graduation established 


by the Board of Education. A high school principal will administer the issuance of high school 


diplomas to students meeting graduation requirements. 


Administrative Implemental Procedures Class of 2024-2027: 


1. High school graduation requirements for the credit-based diploma: 


a. The minimum requirement for a Wichita high school credit-based diploma is 23 units of 


credit. This includes credits earned in approved high school programs for students enrolled 


in grades 9, 10, 11, and 12. 


Definition: Depending on the course and nature of course delivery, units of credit will be 


awarded in increments of one full (1.0), one-half (.5), or one-quarter (.25) credit. 


b. Fifteen and one half (15.5) units of credit required for graduation include: 


1) Four (4) units of credit  in English.  English 1, English 2 or AP Seminar, and English 3 


or Advanced Placement Language are required. 


2) One (1) Unit of credit for English 4 must be earned in the final two semesters prior to 


graduation. Classes that constitute English 4 include: 


a) English 4 


b) A combination of two of the following one-semester courses: English Literature, 


World Literature, Modern Literature, Multicultural Literature, Women’s Literature, 


English Composition, and Professional Literature & Writing 


c) Advanced Placement English Literature and Composition or AP Language 


3) Three (3) units of credit in Social Studies. Units must include study in U.S. History 1 


(one unit), U.S. History 2 (one unit), U.S. Government (one-half unit), and World 


Studies (one-half unit). World History fulfills the World Studies requirement. 


4) Three (3) units of credit in Mathematics, which may include: 


a) Foundations of Algebra* 


b) Algebra 1, Geometry, Intermediate Algebra*, Math Applications*, Algebra 2, 


Algebra 3, PreCalc, or AP Math Courses 


(* denotes Courses NOT for Qualified Admissions) 


5) Three (3) units of credit in Natural Science courses in course numbers 4000-4999. 


6) One (1) unit of credit in Physical Education and Health Foundations or 


Modified Physical Education. 


7) One (1) unit of credit in Fine Arts, which may include art, music, dance, theatre, and 


forensics. In addition, the following courses will fulfill the Fine Arts credit: 


a) Introduction to Drawing and Design 


b) Principles of Illustration 


c) Graphic Design 


d) Photo Imaging 


e) Essentials of Interior and Textile Design 


f) Web Page Design 


g) Digital Media Project Management 


h) Work-based Experience – Digital Media Project Management 


i) Work-based Experience – Media Tech & Graphic Design 
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8) .5 unit of credit in Financial Literacy. This credit must be completed in the 


Junior or Senior year. 


c. Seven and one half (7.5) units of elective credit must be earned, with at least .5 unit of 


elective credit coming from a KSDE approved Career and Technical Education Pathway. 


Specific information on courses offerings can be found in the Program of Studies as 


maintained by Learning Services. 


d. Substitution or waiver of credit: 


1) Students with disabilities receiving special education services may earn graduate credit 


in courses as specified in the transition plan course of study on an Individualized 


Education Program (IEP). 


2) English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL). Students who qualify for ESOL 


instruction may earn up to 2.0 units of credit in ESOL courses toward the four-credit 


language arts requirement. These students must also earn credit in English 2 and 


English 3. 


3) The principal may waive one unit of elective credit. 


4) The required unit of credit in Physical Education may be waived upon a statement by 


a licensed physician that a student is mentally or physically incapable of participating 


in a regular or modified Physical Education program or when the requirement is 


contrary to the religious teachings of the student. A written statement, signed by a 


lawful custodian of the student, shall be filed with the proper authorities of the school. 


5) The principal may waive up to one unit of English credit if the principal determines 


that a pupil can profit more by taking another subject. 


2. Options available for meeting established requirements for students with extenuating 


circumstances: 


a. Students may graduate from high schools with the minimum number of required units of 


credit listed by the Kansas State Department of Education and/or the minimum number of 


required units approved by the Board of Education. 


1) Students who attend a special school or an alternative school or program that is 


designed to meet individual needs and developed with administrative approval may 


graduate based on the Kansas State Department of Education graduation 


requirements. 


2) Students participating in the adult learners program whose four- and five-year cohort 


group have graduated may graduate based on the Kansas State Department of 


Education graduation requirements. 


3) Students enrolled in a comprehensive high school who have extenuating 


circumstances may apply to their building administration for an individualized 


graduation plan adhering to the Kansas State Department of Education graduation 


requirements. 


b. The Superintendent and/or Assistant Superintendent of Secondary Schools must approve 


any option not listed in this AIP 2. 


3. Diplomas 


a. To receive a diploma from a specific attendance center, a student must have been officially 


enrolled at that school. A Wichita High School diploma may be issued by Student Records 


and Enrollment Services for eligible students meeting Unified School District 259 


graduation requirements. 
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b. Diplomas will generally be issued at the graduation ceremony to seniors who participate. 


Exceptions may occur as follows: 


(1) Early Graduation: Senior students who meet all graduation requirements may request 


that the diploma be issued at midterm of their senior year (seven regular semester 


minimum) according to the prescribed plan of the school. 


(2) Timely Graduation: Students who are unable or choose not to participate in graduation 


exercises may be issued the diploma by mail or in person at the school office. 


(3) Late Graduation: Students may request the diploma at any time after the regular 


graduation date as soon as graduation requirements have been met. 


 
Administrative Implemental Procedures Class of 2028+: 


1. High school graduation requirements for the credit-based diploma: 


a. The minimum requirement for a Wichita high school credit-based diploma is 23 units of 


credit. This includes credits earned in approved high school programs for students enrolled 


in grades 9, 10, 11, and 12. 


Definition: Depending on the course and nature of course delivery, units of credit will be 


awarded in increments of one full (1.0), one-half (.5), or one-quarter (.25) credit. 


b. Sixteen and one half (16.5) units of credit required for graduation include: 


1) Three and one half (3.5) units of credit in English. 


a) English 1, English 2 or AP Seminar,  and English 3 or AP Language are 


required, which constitutes three credits (3.0). 


b) One-half (0.5) unit of credit of English 4 must be earned during one of the final 


two semesters prior to graduation. Please note that in order to meet the 


requirements for Qualified Admissions and/or NCAA Division 1, student will need 


to complete one full (1.0) unit of credit for English 4. Classes that constitute 


English 4 include: 


• One full (1.0) unit of credit courses: English 4 or AP Literature 


• One-half (0.5) unit of credit courses: English Literature, World Literature, 


Modern Literature, Multicultural Literature, Women’s Literature, English 


Composition, and Professional Literature & Writing 
2) One-half (0.5) unit of credit in communications, which may include: 


a) Debate, Forensics, Speech, Drama, Professional Communications, 21st Century 


Journalism, Business Communications, Media and Public Relations, or Public 


Speaking 


3) Three (3.0) units of credit in Social Studies. 


a) World History (0.5), U.S. History (1.0), and U.S. Government (0.5) are required, 


which constitutes two credits (2.0). 


b) One (1.0) additional unit of credit in Social Studies, which may include topics of 


world history, US history, geography, economics, sociology, and psychology. 


4) Three (3.0) units of credit in Mathematics, which may include: 


a) Foundations of Algebra*, Algebra 1, Geometry, Intermediate Algebra*, Math 


Applications*, Algebra 2, Algebra 3, Pre-Calculus, or AP Math Courses 
* denotes Courses NOT for Qualified Admissions 


5) Three (3.0) units of credit in natural science courses in course numbers 4000-4999. 


6) One-half (0.5) unit of credit in Physical Education or Modified Physical Education. 


7) One-half (0.5) unit of credit in Health Foundations. 
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8) One (1.0) unit of credit in Fine Arts, which may include art, music, dance, theatre, and 


forensics. In addition, the following courses will fulfill the Fine Arts credit: 


a) Introduction to Drawing and Design 


b) Principles of Illustration 


c) Graphic Design 


d) Photo Imaging 


e) Essentials of Interior and Textile Design 


f) Web Page Design 


g) Digital Media Project Management 


h) Work-based Experience - Digital Media Project Management 


i) Work-based Experience – Media Tech & Graphic Design 


9) One-half (0.5) unit of credit in Financial Literacy. This credit must be completed in  


the Junior or Senior year. 


10) One (1.0) unit of credit in Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM), 


which may include a fourth credit of Mathematics, a fourth credit of Science, or 


technical and application-level courses from any Career and Technical Education 


(CTE) pathway (specific courses can be found on the CTE and Learning Services 


sections of the district website). 


c. Six and one half (6.5) units of elective credit must be earned, aligned to the Individual Plan 


of Study (IPS). Specific information on course offerings can be found in the Program of 


Studies as maintained by Learning Services. 


d. Two or more postsecondary assets aligned with the student’s IPS. The list of eligible 


postsecondary assets can be found on the Learning Services section of the district website. 


e. Substitution or waiver of credit: 


1) Students with disabilities receiving special education services may earn graduate credit 


in courses or post-secondary assets as specified in the transition plan course of study 


on an Individualized Education Program (IEP). 


2) English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL). Students who qualify for ESOL 


instruction may earn up to 2.0 units of credit in ESOL courses toward the four-credit 


language arts requirement. These students must also earn credit in English 2 and 


English 3. 


3) The principal may waive one unit of elective credit, not including STEM credit. 


4) The required unit of credit in Physical Education may be waived upon a statement by 


a licensed physician that a student is mentally or physically incapable of participating 


in a regular or modified Physical Education program or when the requirement is 


contrary to the religious teachings of the student. A written statement, signed by a 


lawful custodian of the student, shall be filed with the proper authorities of the school. 


5) The principal may waive up to one unit of English credit if the principal determines 


that a pupil can profit more by taking another subject. 


2. Options available for meeting established requirements for students with extenuating 


circumstances:

3) Students enrolled in a comprehensive high school who have extenuating 


circumstances may apply to their building administration for an individualized 


graduation plan adhering to the Kansas State Department of Education graduation 


requirements. 


b. The Superintendent and/or Assistant Superintendent of Secondary Schools must approve 


any option not listed in this AIP 2.

Topic:  EverDriven 


Background Information: Wichita Public Schools entered into an initial agreement with EverDriven 
in November 2021. EverDriven successfully provided up to ten round-trip student transportation 
trips per day throughout the 2021-22 school year. In 2022-23, that grew to more than 140 unique 
passengers per week to more than 20 unique sites. EverDriven coordinates high-quality, safe, 
student transportation in small-capacity vehicles. Wichita Public Schools has increased 
contracted services with EverDriven around Career and Technical Education student trips, trips 
for students with individual education plans (IEPs), McKinney-Vento students, and students who 
receive transportation under the ESSA act, among other hard-to-serve student trips.
