2. Gas Service Line — Northwest High School

2023-24 Budget

Purpose: On September 14, 2023, a gas leak was discovered at Northwest High School,
which required immediate action to repair and identified the need to re-route piping and
relocate the gas meter (originally at 13! Street) to an area adjacent to the
communications tower at Northwest High School. The move eliminates the district’s
responsibility to maintain the approximately 750 feet of gas service line between the
original meter location and the building.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board enter into a contract with Kruse
Corporation for necessary repairs to the gas line and meter relocation at Northwest High
School in an amount not to exceed $71,170.

3. Nutrition Services Expansion — Construction Manager at Risk — GMP #3 Appendix 5

2023-24 Budget

Purpose: The 2023-24 Capital Outlay budget includes monies for construction projects at
various district sites. On March 8, 2023, the Board approved an agreement with Hutton
Corporation to provide Construction Manager at Risk services for the Nutrition Services
Expansion Project. The Board approved Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) awards #1
and #2 in the cumulative amount of $6,469,322. Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) #3,
in the amount of $119,334, has been established to procure the loading dock enclosure
for delivery trucks. This minimizes the scheduling impact of its long lead time.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board amend the contract with Hutton
Corporation to include Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) #3 in the amount of $119,334.
The cumulative total for GMP #1, #2 and #3 is $6,588,656.

Purpose: The 2023-24 Capital Outlay budget includes monies for construction projects at
various district sites. On January 23, 2023, the Board approved an agreement with
Hutton Corporation to provide Construction Manager at Risk services for the Security
Improvements Projects at various district sites. The Board approved Guaranteed
Maximum Price (GMP) awards #1 through #4 in the cumulative amount of $4,547,660.
Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) #5, in the amount of $2,951,343, is proposed to add
the next phase of controlled access entrances and procure intercom head-end units with
long lead times.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board amend the contract with Hutton
Corporation to include Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) #5 in the amount of
$2,951,343. This will bring the cumulative total for GMP #5, and previously approved
GMP awards #1 through #4, to $7,499,003.
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5. Sewer Line Improvements and Repairs — Pleasant Valley Elementary School

sewer main lines at Pleasant Valley Elementary School due to their collapse and failure
in several locations.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board enter into a contract with Kruse
Corporation for necessary repairs to the sewer main at Pleasant Valley Elementary
School, in an amount not to exceed $1,078,189.92.

6. Structural Repairs — Construction Manager at Risk — Appendix 7
North and Northwest High Schools — GMP #2

On July 31, 2023, the Board approved Resolution
“Structural Repairs - Construction Manager at Risk Delivery Method - North and
Northwest High Schools." On November 13, 2023, the Board of Education approved
GMP #1 in the amount of $97,840. Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) #2, in the amount
of $12,400,000, has been established to execute structural floor repairs for the C hall and
commons areas at North High School, and structural wall repairs for the pool area at
Northwest High School.

Recommendation: It is recommended the Board amend the contract with Hutton
Corporation to include Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) #2 in the amount of
$12,400,000. This will bring the cumulative total for GMP #1 and #2 to $12,497,840

Purpose: Read 180 on Ed (Comprehension & Code) is the literacy intervention curriculum
program for high school Tier Two and Tier Three students. Teachers provide large and
small group instruction with support for individualized instruction in the online platform.
The program is designed for students who are identified at risk in literacy on our district’s
Fastbridge reading screener.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board authorize the purchase of HMH
Read 180 on Ed (Comprehension & Code) materials and online licenses from Houghton
Mifflin Harcourt in an amount not to exceed $100,000.
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7. Teeter Leadership Group — Renewal

Purpose: Teeter Leadership Group provides executive leadership coaching and
professional development to district leaders in multiple departments, including the
superintendent, assistant superintendent, executive director, and others. Teeter
Leadership Group has provided coaching and professional development opportunities for
the district since July of 2022. This contract expands the number of district leaders
receiving services up to 19 individuals and five teams.

8. Right of Entry Agreement for Evergy Kansas South, Inc.

Purpose: Evergy Kansas South, Inc. has requested right of entry on district property near
Horace Mann Dual Language Magnet to examine the premises related to construction of
a proposed power line. Studies to be performed include: soil borings six inches (6”) in
diameter by approximately fifty feet (50’) deep; potholing approximately ten feet (10’) in
any direction from the existing pole or the proposed location of the new pole, no deeper
than 20 feet (20’); potholing may not be on the property, and may extend into the road
right of way; use of manned and unmanned aerial vehicle flights to overfly the easement
area for the purpose of taking preconstruction pictures, video, and LiDAR to assist in
transmission line design; and environmental studies as needed.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board enter into an agreement with
Evergy Kansas South, Inc. for the right of entry to perform the necessary work. District
General Counsel has approved of this agreement.

General and Supplemental General Funds Budget Report

Salaries

Due to the teacher contract payments running September thru August with three payments made in June, the percent of budget remaining will always
be higher than the actual remaining fiscal year. Percentage spent to date is in line with previous two years.

Benefits

Benefit account lines should be in line with the salary accounts and are within budget parameters.

Purchased Services

Many of the expenditures and encumbrances are for annual commitments, primarily work comp and property insurance renewal, audit fees, and teacher
recruiting fees. Consequently, there is a high percentage of usage in the first month of the fiscal year. Property/Casualty Insurance payments posted in
July which accounted for over $4.6 million of Purchased Services. Other activity is primarily in Instructional Services and Repairs & Maintenance
Services. Encumbrances include services for the Juvenile Detention Facility, Adult Education, and storm shelter inspection work.

Utilities

These account lines include telecommunication accounts as well as the typical utility payments. Credits reflect revenue from building rentals. Utilities
expense to date are 11% lower than same time last year.. The February utility payments will be made in March.

Transportation Services

Regular billings run 6-12 weeks behind. Accruals for billings under the transportation contract due but not processed are now being made.

Supplies and Materials

Significant increase in costs as staff returned for the start of school, particularly in Custodial Services and Elementary Instruction. Negatives in these
accounts are Inventory Adjustments - offsets are in other account lines. Supply expenses to date are 12.5% higher than same time last year.

Equipment and Property

The budget amounts in most of these accounts are in building budgets. Equipment purchases are generally grouped at the beginning of the year and
end of the year. Very little activity occurred to start school.

Miscellaneous

These account lines are for items that cannot be categorized in other object codes. The budget is very small in these accounts.

Interfund Transfers

The budgeted transfers include the flow through state aid for weighted funds under the school finance formula. There were adequate balances in the
weighted funds for July and August expenses. Transfers are now being made.

Cash Summary All Funds - Includes Prior Year Amounts

General and

Unlike previous years, all of FY23 state aid was paid by June 30, 2023. Beginning cash balances are not starting out negative as they have for many
years. Beginning cash balances in all funds reflect ending cash balances at 6/30/23 excluding encumbrances.

Capital Outlay Fund

Expenditures and encumbrances are for construction and maintenance projects. Construction projects are encumbered from last year and are ongoing
now. More Capital Outlay was budgeted last year to address repairs at East, support ESSER capital projects, match the State's safety grant and
continue to work on deferred maintenance.

The cash balance in these funds is primarily in the Special Education fund.

Bond and Interest Fund

Bond and interest payments were made in September. The cash balance is sufficient make the remainder of payments for the fiscal year.

Revenue in these funds is from student fees and General Fund transfers. The expenditures in these funds are for new curriculum, replacement
textbooks, and curriculum consumables.

Dev., Nutrition Serv.,
Parents as Teachers,
Summer School, Grants,
Spec. Liability, KPERS

Most of these funds are self-supporting. The majority of the unencumbered cash balance is in Nutrition Services ($10.9 million), Grants ($4.7 million),
Latchkey ($4.2 million), and Special Liability funds ($2.4 million). Nutrition Services has $3.3 million of encumbered costs, which include some
construction costs. The Grant account reflects the Mental Health Initiative program grant.

Federal Fund

Federal guidelines dictate that the District cannot claim revenue (reimbursement) until the money has been spent. Consequently, the cash balance in
the Federal Fund will usually be very low or negative until the reimbursement is received after the first of the month. Federal Funds reflects usage of
Federal Covid relief (ESSER) funds, so negative balances are significantly larger than pre-ESSER funding, but are declining as we move through the
final full year of ESSER.

Self Insurance Reserve
Fund

This is the District's property, workers compensation, disability and health insurance reserve fund and is used to pay claims during the year. The
maijority of the expenditures are from health claims.

Contingency Reserve
Fund

The reserve has not changed in over a year. This balance represents about 10 days of normal operating costs and less than 4% of our operating
budget.

Susan Willis, Chief Financial Officer, briefed the Board. At their July
31, 2023, regular meeting, the Board of Education received
information regarding the district’s facility conditions, needs, and
enrollment forecasting. On October 2, 2023, the Board approved
retaining Cooperative Strategies, LLC, for the purposes of facility
master planning services. Cooperative Strategies subsequently
reported back to the Board on December 11, 2023, regarding the state
of the district’s various facilities. This report considered the age of
each building, deferred maintenance, and historical and projected
enroliment trends.

At that same meeting, the Board approved a five-year strategic plan
for the district. This strategic plan was developed in collaboration with
district students, staff members, and community partners through
online surveys, public meetings, and expert contributions. The
strategic plan is intended to chart a path forward for the district through
the 2028-29 school year.

Thorough surveys and various feedback tools were employed with
staff, students, and community to set priorities around initiatives to
retain after pandemic relief funding ends in September 2024. Input
revealed a desire to do what is best for district students. Staff voiced
specific concerns about job cuts, salary freezes and possible loss of
student social emotional and behavior supports in the classroom. The
feedback emphasized a priority for appropriate staffing, and an
acknowledgement that cuts in services and programs are necessary to
keep teachers and other staff members.

At the January 22, 2024, regular meeting, district staff projected the
need to reduce expenditures by $42 million to balance the 2024-25
budget. This is due to declining enrollment since 2016, specifically the
5% drop in enrollment following the COVID-19 school shutdown of
2020, and the expiration of COVID-19 pandemic relief funding.
Through non-school budget cuts, attrition, and administrative
reassignment, expenditures were reduced by $9 million, but $33
million in spending reductions are still needed.

After receiving this information, the Board charged administration with
identifying potential building closures. On February 12, 2024,
administration identified the following buildings: Hadley Middle School,
Jardine STEM and Career Explorations Academy Magnet Middle
School, Clark Elementary School, Cleaveland Traditional College and
Career Readiness Magnet Elementary School, Park Elementary
School, and Payne Elementary School.

The Board subsequently voted to schedule a public hearing for
February 29, 2024 and directed staff to publish a notice to comply with
Kansas law. The Wichita Eagle published the notice in Appendix 1a of
this agenda on February 14 and February 18. This hearing provided
for extensive public comment on proposed school closings, and an
opportunity for the Board of Education to discuss and respond.

P5502 STUDENT PRIVACY
BOARD POLICY:

The district will protect the right of privacy of students and their families in connection with
any surveys or physical examinations conducted, assisted, or authorized by the
administration. The district will annually provide parents notice of their rights under the
Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment and the Student Data Privacy Act, at the beginning
of each school year and at any other time the district policies in the area are substantially
changed.

Implemental Procedures:
1. Student Data Restrictions.

a. Any student data maintained in a statewide longitudinal student data system (“Statewide
Longitudinal Student Data”) will only be disclosed in accordance with the Student Data
Privacy Act and this policy. Disclosure of student data or student record information that is
maintained by the District is governed by the Family Educational Rights & Privacy Act
(“FERPA™).

b. Annual written notice presented to parents and legal guardians of District students:
1) will require parent or guardian’s signature; and

2) will state that Statewide Longitudinal Student Data maintained in a Statewide
Longitudinal Data system will only be disclosed as follows:

a) Statewide Longitudinal Student Data maintained in a Statewide Longitudinal
Student Data system may be disclosed to:

(1) The authorized personnel of an educational agency or the state board of regents
who require disclosures to perform assigned duties; and

(i1) The student and the parent or legal guardian of the student, provided the data
pertains solely to the student; and

(i11) Authorized personnel of any state agency, or to a service provider of a state
agency, educational agency or school performing instruction, assessment, or
longitudinal reporting, if a data-sharing agreement between the educational
agency and other state agency or service provider includes the following:

(a)  purpose, scope and duration of the data-sharing agreement;

(b) recipient of Statewide Longitudinal Student Data will use such
information solely for the purposes specified in the agreement;

(c) recipient will comply with data access, use and security restrictions
specifically described in the agreement;

(d)  Statewide Longitudinal Student Data will be destroyed when it is no
longer necessary for purposes of the data-sharing agreement or upon
expiration of the agreement, whichever occurs first;

(e)  Aservice provider engaged to perform a function of instruction may be
allowed to retain student transcripts as required by applicable laws and
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rules and regulations. Destruction will comply with the NISTSP800-88
standards of data destruction;

(f)  Unless an adult student or parent or guardian of a minor student provides
written consent to disclose Statewide Longitudinal Student Data,
Statewide Longitudinal Student Data may only be disclosed to a
governmental entity not specified above or any public or private audit
and evaluation or research organization if the data is aggregate data.
“Aggregate data” means data collected or reported at the group, cohort,
or institutional level and which contains no personally identifiable
student data.

2. The District may disclose Statewide Longitudinal Student Data maintained in a Statewide
Longitudinal Student Data system under the following guidelines:

a. student directory information when necessary and the student’s parent or legal guardian has
consented in writing;

b. directory information to an enhancement vendor providing photography services, class ring
services, yearbook publishing services, memorabilia services, or similar services;

any information requiring disclosure pursuant to state statutes;

d. Statewide Longitudinal Student Data pursuant to any lawful subpoena or court order
directing such disclosure; and

e. Statewide Longitudinal Student Data to a public or private postsecondary educational
institution for purposes of application or admission of a student to such postsecondary
educational institution with the student’s written consent.

3. Ifthere is a security breach or unauthorized disclosure of Statewide Longitudinal Student Data
of any student maintained on a Statewide Longitudinal Student Data system, each affected
student or the parent or legal guardian of the student, if a minor, will be immediately notified,
and an investigation into the causes and consequences of the breach or unauthorized disclosure
will be conducted.

4. Biometric Data.

a. The District will not collect biometric data from a student or use any device or mechanism
to assess a student’s physiological or emotional state, unless the adult student or the parent
or legal guardian of the minor student consents in writing. “Biometric data” includes
measurable biological or behavioral characteristics that can be used for automated
recognition of an individual, such as fingerprints, retina and iris patterns, voiceprints, DNA
sequence, facial characteristics, and handwriting.

b. Nothing in this policy will prohibit the collection of audio voice recordings, facial
expressions information, and student handwriting for:

1) providing counseling or psychological services;
2) conducting student threat assessments;
3) completing student disciplinary investigations or hearings; or

4) conducting child abuse investigations.

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A student has the right to refuse to take any test, questionnaire, survey, or
examination as described herein at any time, regardless of receipt of parent or
guardian consent to participate. Prior to administering any such test, questionnaire,
survey, or examination, each student shall be informed that such student has the right
to refuse to take it and that the student will not suffer any adverse consequences based
on refusal to participate.

No personally identifiable student data shall be collected through any such test,
questionnaire, survey, or examination.

Except as otherwise provided in this policy, the provisions of this subsection shall
apply to any test, questionnaire, survey, or examination as described herein that is
administered or proposed to be administered to any student by any employee of a
school district, including, but not limited to, any administrator, teacher, counselor,
social worker, psychologist, or nurse.

If, however, any district employee becomes aware that a student may be at risk of
suicide by a credible report, designated school personnel may administer a suicide
risk assessment or screening tool in accordance with the provisions of this subsection
to determine whether the student could be at risk for suicide.

1) A credible report may originate from the student, the student's peers, or another
school district employee.

2) Such designated school personnel may include, but is not limited to, any
administrator, teacher, counselor, social worker, psychologist, or nurse.

3) Prior to the administration of any such risk assessment or screening tool, the
designated staff member shall verbally notify the parent or guardian before the
administration of such risk assessment or screening tool and obtain the consent of
the parent or guardian.

4) If the designated staff member is unable to verbally notify the parent or guardian
of the student and obtain consent after reasonable attempts to do so, the
designated staff member may administer the risk assessment or screening tool
without such consent.

5) If a risk assessment or screening tool is administered without the parent or
guardian's consent, as soon as contact with the parent or guardian is made, the
designated staff member shall notify the parent or guardian of the administration
of such assessment or screening tool and provide to the parent or guardian all
information obtained from the risk assessment or screening tool administered to
the student.

Topic: Everyday Math Curriculum Adoption, McGraw Hill

Background Information (History, Rationale, etc): In March 2023, an education item on the
Elementary Math pilot process was brought to the Board. At that time, we shared that we had
been in the process of piloting three curriculums, of which approximately 260 staff, administrators
and coaches were represented. Our last Elementary Math adoption took place in 2009-2010.
Kansas adopted Common Core and Kansas College and Career Ready Standards in 2010-2011.
It is our mission in Wichita Public Schools to prepare all students for success so that when they
leave us, they are prepared to be contributing members of society who have had an innovative
and rigorous educational experience. Additionally, it is important to have high quality resources
that help meet the needs of our diverse student population. We also have long-term elementary
goals of increasing our graduation rate which includes increasing the number of students
completing Algebra 1 by the end of 9t" grade. While this is often seen as a secondary goal, we
must have a strong foundational math curriculum as well as instruction at the elementary level to
set us on the right course.

Through multiple phases, curriculum was identified, analyzed, and selected to pilot for the 2022-
2023 school year. After over 50 classroom visits, discussions with students, staff and
administrators and the gathering of feedback from our community and teachers, we selected
Everyday Math. Staff piloting Everyday Math continue to use this curriculum (2023-2024). We will
use 2024-2025 as a planning year and will officially implement in all K-5 programs during the
2025-26 school year.

Topic: Really Great Reading, Elementary Tier Three Literacy Intervention Curriculum

Background Information (History, Rationale, etc.): Our Elementary Literacy Protocol guides our
use of district approved curriculum for core and intervention instruction for all K-5 students. Tier
Three intervention materials are utilized to address the most foundational skills for students who
are struggling the most to develop proficient reading skills. There are currently six different
curriculums that we use to address Tier Three needs, most of which are out of edition. We piloted
two programs during the 2022-23 and 2023-24 school year. Based on teacher feedback and
student progress, we selected Really Great Reading, which will replace the majority of our current
Tier Three literacy intervention curriculums on the Elementary Literacy Protocol.

Really Great Reading is ESSA Level ll, Ill, and IV certified and aligned with the Science of
Reading. The curriculum is designed to quickly identify students who are not proficient with
foundational skills to provide remediation early.

Background Information (History, Rationale, etc):

As we continue to work toward our goal of 3™ grade reading proficiency and follow MTSS
processes, some secondary students still have gaps in their literacy skills. Due to this identified
need, we began utilizing this evidence-based program to support literacy intervention courses at
the high school level. The program also provides on-grade level reading for students who are
nearing proficiency in their reading skills to read at grade level. This is the fourth year we have
utilized this program in the high school literacy intervention classes.

BOARD POLICY:

School-age program experiences may be provided for children in the Wichita Public Schools
under certain specified provisions. These services may include before-school care in the
morning, after-school care in the evening, and all-day care on specific, designated days and
during the summer.

Administrative Implemental Procedures:

1.

One criterion for the location of a program shall be that the building administrator and school
patrons believe the activity enhances the school program.

Revenues to support such a program may be obtained through a contract with an agency such
as Kansas Department for Children and Families and from fees paid by parents of children
participating in the program.

The fees charged to parents will cover the personnel costs and materials used by the program.

Operational supervision will be the responsibility of the building administrator and the
Program Specialist with the School Age Program.

A certificated-teacher certified or classified employee with three years experience shall
serve as direeter director or assistant director of the building site program.

Appropriate space shall be designated and Kansas Department of Health and Environment
(KDHE) licensed by the building site program.

Extended day services must be for a minimum of four hours daily or longer for specific days
for summer school. All hours must meet KDHE licensing requirement.

The school may contract with an approved outside agency to operate an extended day care
program.

Application for enrollment is completed at each individual school and is considered on an
individual basis. Each school is licensed by KDHE for a specific total number of students
depending on the size of each space.
