2. Gordon Parks Academy in Paris

Nine 7t and 8" grade students from Gordon Parks Academy traveled to Paris to trace
the steps of school namesake Gordon Parks. The invite came from Dr. Michael Cheers,
professor of journalism at San Jose State University. Students from Ms. Mary Floro’s
yearbook class were asked to write an essay explaining the importance of Gordon Parks’
work as a photographer and movie producer. Nine students completed the task and other
requirements to attend the trip. Generous donations from the community allowed these
students and staff, along with the ARISE, Inc. quartet and some community members, to
travel to Paris from May 27 to June 2. The ARISE quartet performed at the Episcopalian
American Cathedral on the Champs-Elysées.

Students were greeted at the United States Embassy by Lawrence Randolph, Minister-
Counsellor for Public Diplomacy, and toured the iconic sights of Paris. Most importantly,
students traced the footsteps of Gordon Parks with a guided tour and conducted a
professional photo shoot with models along with other middle school students from Paris.

2024-25 Budget

Purpose: To comply with the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act and with the state
guidelines, K.S.A. 72-3403, for mandated services, USD 259 proposes to enter into a
contractual agreement with Goodwill Industries of Kansas, Inc., to provide vocational
educational programs for the 2024-25 school year. Goodwill Industries of Kansas, Inc.,
agrees to provide a program for up to six (6) full-time and/or part-time students selected
by the district for a maximum contract cost not to exceed $50,000, to be funded by
Special Education. This contract runs from July 1, 2024, to June 30, 2025. Appendix 6
provides a description of this agency’s services.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board authorize the district to enter into an
agreement with Goodwill Industries of Kansas, Inc., during the 2024-25 school year to
provide special education services for up to six (6) full-time and/or part-time students, not
to exceed a cost of $50,000, to be funded by Special Education.

Purpose: State statute 72-4348 requires districts to provide an opportunity for adults to
pursue their high school diploma. Orion, under an agreement with the Wichita Public
Schools, can provide services to these adult learners during the 2024-25 school year.
The contract will have a total cost of $900,000.

Children and Families, and/or the Eighteenth Judicial District, District Attorney, and/or to
the Commissioner of Education, as appropriate.

a) Prepare and provide to district staff educational material and information concerning the
Open Records Act;

b) Assist district employees and members of the general public to resolve disputes related
to the Open Records Act;

c) Respond either directly or through an employee/custodian to inquiries related to the
Open Records Act; and

d) Establish requirements for a brochure to be displayed, distributed, or otherwise available
to the public under the Open Records Act.

Recommendation: It is recommended the Board appoint Patrick Greene, Clerk of the
Board, as the district’s Freedom of Information Officer to serve for the fiscal year 2024-25
or until further order of the Board.
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8. Designation of Agent for Kansas Public Employees Retirement System

Purpose: The Kansas Public Employee Retirement Act provides that each participating
employer, through its governing body, designate an individual through whom retirement
system transactions and communications will be directed. As part of the annual agenda
items submitted by Employee Benefits for 2024-25, we requested approval for our
Retirement Specialist Alexis Summers to continue to be appointed by the Board;
however, she has resigned from Wichita Public Schools with her last day being August 2,
2024. Nicole Heizelman has been selected as the new Retirement Specialist. She is a
current Wichita Public Schools employee who has provided backup coverage in this role.

Recommendation: It is recommended the Board appoint Nicole Heizelman as the
designated agent through whom retirement system transactions and communications
shall be directed for Unified School District 259 of Sedgwick County, Kansas as of August
3, 2024, and continuing through the remainder of the 2024-25 fiscal year.

Training is
provided directly from Carol Brooks Simoneau, co-director of “Thinking Collaborative”,
who licenses this training. This training and certification will be for two new internal WPS
trainers in both types of training to complete the program over two school years.

The
intent is to request the continued use of EverDriven for the 2024-25 school year for
transportation services to any USD 259 program.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board extend the Agreement with
EverDriven for various required and requested student transportation services (e.g.,

Purpose: To comply with the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act and state
guidelines, K.S.A. 72-3403 for mandated services, USD 259 proposes to enter into a
contractual agreement with Interim Healthcare of Wichita to provide Health Services as a
Special Education Related Service for students who cannot be transported safely without
the support of nursing services. This is a required service for selected students. The
amount is not to exceed $400,000. This contract runs from July 1, 2024 through June 30,
2025

Recommendation: It is recommended the Board authorize the district to enter into an
agreement with Interim Healthcare of Wichita, Inc., during the 2024-25 school year to
provide Special Education Health Services, not to exceed a cost of $400,000, to be
funded by Special Education.

13. Modern Classrooms Support and Sustainability (Renewal)

Purpose: More than 300 secondary educators have been trained in the Modern
Classrooms Project over the past three years using ESSER funds. This training and
support package provides access to those previously trained to additional next-level
differentiated training and guidance from Modern Classrooms Project University platform
with mentor support. Additionally, this provides a site visit for in-classroom coaching and
support for teachers implementing this in their classrooms.

Recommendation: It is recommended the Board approve the training and support
package from the Modern Classrooms Project in the amount not to exceed $60,000.
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14. Positive Rhythm Productions — Restorative Practices with Rob Simon (Renewal)

Purpose: Restorative Practices is an effective approach to a positive school climate,
providing highly relevant philosophies and strategies for all district schools to improve
positive outcomes for all students. Rob Simon will support implementation of restorative
practices in our schools, departments, and non-attendance centers while building culture
and a positive climate for students, staff, and families. This request is to ask the Board’s
approval of $30,000.

Recommendation: It is recommended the Board approve an agreement with Rob Simon
to provide Restorative Practices in an amount not to exceed $30,000 beginning August 1,
2024, and ending July 31,2025.

15. Wichita Metro Transit Authority Appendix 12

Purpose: This item requests continued use of Wichita Metro Transit Authority for the
2024-25 school year for transportation services. The Wichita Metro Transit Authority
successfully provides transportation services to Wichita Public Schools since 2018-19.
During the 2024-25 school year, the Wichita Metro Transit Authority will provide
transportation services to the following schools: East, North, South, Southeast, West, and
Curtis.

Recommendation: It is recommended the Board approve the continued use of Wichita
Metro Transit Authority for additional transportation services for the 2024-25 school year
in the amount not to exceed $385,000.
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16. BSN/Nike Athletic Uniform Agreement Appendix 13

2024-25 Budget

Purpose: During second semester of the 2023-24 school year, the Athletics Department,
assisted by Purchasing, reviewed proposals from BSN Sports LLC for an exclusive
agreement to purchase athletic uniforms under a single brand and other BSN distributed
equipment. After reviewing different brand options and consulting with high school
principals, athletic directors, and district administration, it was determined the Nike brand
provides WPS with the best overall package, while maintaining high quality standards in
uniforms for our students.

This proposed agreement allows the district to maximize the purchasing power of a large
school system to include significant up-front financial benefits from BSN and Nike over
the five (5) year term of the contract, as well as discounts and rebates for purchases
made at all levels of the district. It also creates a standardized rotation schedule for
uniform replacements ensuring every high school student in our system has access to
the same quality uniforms. This item is to inform the Board of the advantages this
agreement provides and make a recommendation for approval.

Recommendation: It is recommended the Board approve the agreement with BSN and
Nike to provide varsity athletic uniforms and BSN distributed equipment which includes
$312,500 in guaranteed up-front money, product, discounts, and rebates for district
purchases over a five (5) year term. In addition, it is recommended that the Board
approve purchases of athletic uniforms in an amount not to exceed $350,000 for the
2024-25 school year. After the first year of the contract, an annual Purchasing Consent
agenda item will be submitted for the anticipated spend for that year in accordance with
the Athletic Department high school uniform rotation plan and available funds.

Notes on the Financial Report for the Period Ending June 30, 2024

General and Supplemental General Funds Budget Report

Due to the teacher contract payments running September thru August with three payments made in June, the percent of budget remaining will always be
higher than the actual remaining fiscal year. There were again entries made in June to maximize use of federal funds, but far less than last year. The

Salaries district is still applying an indirect rate (the rate it can charge federal funds for "overhead services" (i.e. accounting, payroll, procurement, etc.) in June,
resulting in reductions in the Supplemental General fund salaries. Ending balances in the General fund were transferred to Contingency Reserve,
Capital Outlay, and appropriate weighted funds.

Benefits Benefit account lines should be in line with the salary accounts and are within budget parameters. Unlike salary expenditures, benefit costs were not

moved. The shortfall in benefit budget lines are offset by budget remaining in other lines.

Purchased Services

Many of the expenditures and encumbrances are for annual commitments, primarily work comp and property insurance renewal, audit fees, and teacher
recruiting fees. Consequently, there is a high percentage of usage in the first month of the fiscal year. Property/Casualty Insurance payments posted in
July which accounted for over $4.6 million of Purchased Services. Other activity is primarily in Instructional Services and Repairs & Maintenance
Services. Encumbrances include services for the Juvenile Detention Facility, Adult Education, and storm shelter inspection work.

Utilities

These account lines include telecommunication accounts as well as the typical utility payments. Credits reflect revenue from building rentals. Utilities
expense were about 11% lower than same time last year. Major reason: more temperate weather this year with no prolonged cold or heat periods
(except in late May and June), but the District can also point to work accomplished through the energy-related improvements (new HVAC, better controls,
light replacements, etc.) and outsourcing DDC controls (more expertise in control systems). These savings reflect, in part, the long-term financial
benefits of replacing old systems. The June utility payments are encumbered.

Transportation Services

Regular billings run 6-12 weeks behind. Remaining balances will be used to support other short budgetary lines.

Supplies and Materials

Significant increase in costs as staff returned for the start of school, particularly in Custodial Services and Elementary Instruction. Negatives in these
accounts are Inventory Adjustments - offsets are in other account lines. Supply expenses have slowed in the past few months and are now in line with
same time last year. Expected spending in June to use up remaining budget.

Equipment and Property

The budget amounts in most of these accounts are in building budgets. Equipment purchases are generally grouped at the beginning of the year and
end of the year. Very little activity occurred to start school. End of year spending picked up, as expected. Shortfall will be covered by other budget lines
(transportation).

Miscellaneous

These account lines are for items that cannot be categorized in other object codes. The budget is very small in these accounts.

Interfund Transfers

The budgeted transfers include the flow through state aid for weighted funds under the school finance formula. June is a heavy transfer period, with all
final mandatory transfers made to weighted funds. Additional transfers were made to support Capital Outlay, maximize federal funding, and set aside
enough in Contingency Reserve to balance the FY25 budget.

Cash Summary All Funds - Includes Prior Year Amounts

General and
Supplemental General
Funds

Once again, all of FY24 state aid was paid by June 30, 2024. Beginning cash balances are not starting out negative as they have for many years.
Beginning cash balances in all funds reflect ending cash balances at 6/30/24 excluding encumbrances.

Capital Outlay Fund

Expenditures and encumbrances are for construction and maintenance projects. Construction projects are encumbered from last year and are ongoing
now. More Capital Outlay was budgeted last year to address repairs at East, North, and Northwest, support final ESSER capital projects, match the
State's safety grant and continue to work on deferred maintenance.

Weighted Funds - Special
Ed, Vocational, At-Risk,
Pre-Kindergarten,
Bilingual, and Virtual
Funds

The cash balance in these funds is primarily in the Special Education fund, but all weighted funds received "soft-landing" transfers at year-end to support
FY25 spending as departments will no longer have ESSER federal funds to use for needs.

Bond and Interest Fund

Bond and interest payments were made for the fiscal year. The cash balance is sufficient to make next year's principal and interest payments.

Revenue in these funds is from student fees and General Fund transfers. The expenditures in these funds are for new curriculum, replacement
textbooks, and curriculum consumables.

Dev., Nutrition Serv.,
Parents as Teachers,
Summer School, Grants,
Spec. Liability, KPERS

Most of these funds are self-supporting. The majority of the unencumbered cash balance is in Nutrition Services ($13.1 million), Grants ($4.4 million),
Latchkey ($4.1 million), and Special Liability funds ($2.4 million). Nutrition Services has $7.5 million of encumbered costs, which include some
construction costs. The Grant account reflects the Mental Health Initiative program grant.

Federal Fund

Federal guidelines dictate that the District cannot claim revenue (reimbursement) until the money has been spent. Consequently, the cash balance in the
Federal Fund will usually be very low or negative until the reimbursement is received after the first of the month. Federal Funds reflects usage of Federal
Covid relief (ESSER) funds, so negative balances were significantly larger than pre-ESSER funding, but declined as we move through the final full year of|
ESSER. Current negative balance is closer to "normal.”

Self Insurance Reserve
Fund

This is the District's property, workers compensation, disability and health insurance reserve fund and is used to pay claims during the year. The majority
of the expenditures are from health claims.

Contingency Reserve
Fund

Almost $9.4 million was transferred to Contingency Reserve at 6/30/24.. Reserves will be transferred to the Supplemental General fund to balance the
budget, as the district did not meet its budget cut target of $42 million for FY25.

Topic: Financial Resolutions for 2024-25 Fiscal Year

Background Information: Annually, the Board of Education adopts the following resolutions:

Resolution - Designation of Depositories and Authorization of Facsimile Signatures

A copy of the annual resolution designating depository banks and savings and loan associations
and authorizing facsimile signatures is provided for Board action. Effective this fiscal year to reflect
changes in K.S.A. 72-1133(a), the signature portion of this resolution shall be updated on or after
the second Monday in January of each year, or at a later meeting during that calendar year if so
determined by the Board at the first meeting, and remains in effect for a term of one year or until a
successor is elected and qualified as President of the Board.

Resolution - Municipal Investment Pool

In 1992, the Kansas Legislature adopted a bill authorizing investments of excess funds in a state-
operated Municipal Investment Pool. Currently The Pooled Money Investment Board (PMIB) is the
state entity responsible for managing the pool. In order to participate, a resolution must be adopted
which authorizes establishing an account in the name of the district and authorizes specific officers
or employees to take actions necessary and appropriate for the investment of local funds. A
resolution is provided for Board action.

Resolution — Activity Funds

As a part of the annual audit of Activity Funds, the auditors require confirmation from the financial
institutions in Wichita of all cash balances, investments, and savings for each of the district's activity
funds. Financial institutions require letters of confirmation signed by an authorized representative,
usually the person named on the activity fund; however because it is not feasible for each building
principal to sign these confirmation letters a resolution is presented authorizing the Chief Financial
Officer or Controller to sign for audit purposes only. Bank resolutions for all activity funds are also
signed by the Chief Financial Officer or Controller and included in this resolution. A resolution is
provided for Board action.

Resolution - Approval of Credit Cards

Historically, the district has issued credit cards for the purpose of guaranteeing purchases. The
financial institutions providing these credit cards require a resolution approved by the Board, listing
the names of officers who authorize the issuance of the credit cards. A resolution is presented
authorizing the issuance of credit cards for the purpose of guaranteeing purchases for the district
effective July 1, 2024 through June 30, 2025.

Resolution — Commerce Bank Credit Card Accounts

As the contracted provider of procurement cards for USD 259, Commerce Bank requires a bank
specific resolution listing the names of officers empowered to authorize the issuance of procurement
card accounts. A resolution is presented authorizing signatures for the 2024-25 fiscal year.

Topic: EverDriven

Background Information (History, Rationale, etc): Wichita Public Schools entered into an initial
agreement with EverDriven in November 2021. EverDriven successfully provided up to ten round-
trip student transportation trips per day throughout the 2021-22 school year. In 2022-23, that grew
to more than 140 unique passengers per week to more than 20 unique sites. EverDriven
coordinates high-quality, safe, student transportation in small-capacity vehicles. Wichita Public
Schools has increased contracted services with EverDriven around Career and Technical
Education student trips, trips for students with individual education plans (IEPs), McKinney-Vento
students, and students who receive transportation under the ESSA act, among other hard-to-
serve student trips. The need for EverDriven continues to increase due to First Student driver
shortage and an increased total number of Wichita Public School’'s students being provided
transportation services.

Topic: Interim Healthcare of Wichita (Annual)

Backaround Information (History, Rationale, etc): To comply with the Individuals with Disabilities
Education Act and state guidelines K.S.A. 72-3403 for mandated services, USD 259 proposes to
enter into a contractual agreement with Interim Healthcare of Wichita to provide Health Services
as a Special Education Related Service for students who cannot be transported safely without the
support of nursing services. This is a required service for selected students. We began working
with Interim in August 2014. They have provided excellent service to the students that require
nursing support while on our contractor’s student transportation vehicles.

Topic: Wichita Metro Transit Authority

Backaround Information (History, Rationale, etc): The City of Wichita has been successfully
providing transportation services to and from Southeast High School for students since the
beginning of the 2018-19 school year. In September 2018, home-to-school/ school-to-home trips
for Northwest and Heights were added. Starting in November of 2018, the district expanded the
service to include home-to-school and school-to-home bus runs at Pleasant Valley Elementary,
South, East, and West. In 2023-24, the transportation scope evolved to serve more than 780
students to the following high schools: East, North, South, Southeast, West, and Curtis. In 2024-
25, the anticipated number of students using Wichita Transit to get to and from school is 870.

Topic: BSN and Nike Athletic Uniform Agreement

Backaground Information: Previously, athletic uniforms were purchased on an as-needed basis,
with the replacement timeline managed at a building level. This led to purchasing home and away
jerseys separately, replacing equipment on inconsistent timelines, foregoing additional needed
gear to fully outfit the student-athletes (i.e. bags, warmups, etc.). Given this agreement, available
funding, and adherence to the uniform rotation, our Wichita Public Schools athletes will have new
uniforms on a regular basis and be outfitted in a known, quality brand, providing an additional
level of pride in their sport, school, and school district. In February of the 2022-23 school year, a
contract was approved with BSN for the Under Armour brand. This contract was terminated at the
end of the 2023-24 school year by the request of Under Armour.
