Dancing Guidelines:
e As aschool sponsored activity, students and guests must dance appropriately, respectfully and
in good taste.
e  Must remain upright at all times (no bending, hands on floor, squatting, etc.).
e No intimate contact.
e No potentially harmful dancing.
e No foul gestures.
e All students need to be able to be seen by chaperones.
e Students must be picked up promptly at the conclusion of the dance.

Dance Rules:
o All school rules apply.
e Students need school ID for admittance (guests must show either school ID or license).
e Students must bring their ticket to the door.
e No re-entrance upon leaving.
e Students under the influence or in possession of alcohol/drugs will be reported to law
enforcement on site and subject school disciplinary guidelines.

Dress Code:
e Dresses/tops should not show excessive cleavage or midriff.
e Boys must keep their shirts on (a vest is not considered a shirt).
e Costumes of any kind are not permitted.
e Offensive clothing is not permitted.
e Students must be identifiable for the duration of the dance.
