The PSAT/NMSQT will be administered in a digital format that will provide a simpler testing experience for 
students. Your student will take the PSAT/ NMSQT on Wednesday, October 16th, 2024, using their own school 
issued device.

Students will be performing the Digital Readiness test in the next week during Flight Time.  This will allow them to 
log in to the digital platform, Bluebook, to complete the exam pre-registration. Students can log back into the 
Bluebook application on their device using their unique user ID/ Registration Number on the ticket they were 
issued during Flight Time. This will provide the opportunity to walk through a PSAT/ NMSQT Test Preview and to 
take a FULL-LENGTH PRACTICE TEST! This is an amazing opportunity, and I highly encourage every student to take 
advantage before taking the exam on October 16th.  
 
On test day, students are reminded of the following: 

• Testing begins promptly at 8 am 

• Laptops need to be fully charged on test day.  Students should bring their charging cables with them as 
well. 

• Students can bring a CollegeBoard approved calculator. However, online calculators will be available.
