| encourage you stay connected with the District as
we approach the December 11 Special Election for
the Bond Referendum, with polls open that day from
3-8 pm and vote by mail as an option. As | have
explained previously, bonds are a way for school
districts to raise money — which they then must pay
back over a period of years — typically to finance
building projects or other capital projects. Although
we and the administrators, Board of Education
members, and concerned citizens of the community
before us have vigorously sought the funding we are
owed from the state for decades, our lack of state
funding has forced us to make tough choices. We
have chosen to maintain small classes, important
programs and quality staff. What little money has
been left, even after using grant funding, has not
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been enough to fully cover our needed facilities
improvements. We continue to fight to secure our fair
share of funding, but even when we finally receive
the $29 million we should annually, our needs will far
exceed those funds. | encourage you to visit our
