CAREER & COLLEGE READINESS

Career and College Readiness is a K-12 initiative where students are exposed to a
variety of careers and skills at all levels to prepare students for future success.

« Job Fair - 9 businesses, 1 post secondary, and YCAL

«  Students had the opportunity during lunch on Job Fair day to visit with various
businesses, YCAL and one post secondary institution to learn about them and
to learn about available opportunities.

« YCAL Career Exploration Program - 35 students participated in the YCAL Career
Exploration Programs and some students participated in multiple programs.
