e Must have GPA of 2.75 -3.0 or better (include a copy of your transcript)
o Must be admitted to a 4 Year University- provide letter of acceptance
o Must include typed 250 word essay, addressing the prompt listed on the application below

e Must provide at least one (1) letter of recommendation from a teacher or community member.
The letter must speak about your academics or character and must be signed and sealed in an
envelope and included with the completed application. Please use the attached reference form.

e Awarded on the basis of financial need to full-time undergraduate students
e Applicant may use the Scholarship money for college tuition books, or other financial
needs as it pertains or relates to college.

e Must include a photo of the applicant

e The scholarship will be dispersed in 2 payments. One half will be awarded at the
Awards/Scholarship Night- the remaining balance of the scholarship will be given when
the student returns to HCHS to speak to other HCHS students about the college
experience and provide a copy of their first semester grades.

Interviews
o Will be conducted at HCHS on February 8, 2019

o Applicants selected for an interview will be notified by email and or mail.
