Financial need will be considered when awarding these scholarships.

* At least two letters of recommendation from persons other than a
relative. Letters need to be requested at least two weeks before the
application is due.

* One evaluation letter from the applicant’s volunteer/community
service advisor

* Official academic transcripts

* Personal resume
