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Every week, a Westminster student attended school for it total of thirty-three hours and fifty minutes. The leftover 
one hundred and thirty-four hours and ten minutes could have been filled with an assortment of activities. The majority 
of the leftover time was most likely been spent in sports, schoolwork, and sleep.

Most students who had jobs only worked a couple times a week, or mainly on the weekends, in order 
to stay focused on schoolwork and keep priorities in order.

At the MICDS Invitational meet Sept. 16, Sherman was press­
ing on toward the finish at the front of the pack, in 13th place. 
However, about 200 yards in front of the finish line he stumbled 
and fell. He then proceeded to stagger, nearly falling again, to the 
end of the race.

I don’t think anyone really knows for sure what happened,” 
Slierman said. “There’s probably some complicated physiologi­
cal explanation for it, but basically it was really hot and 1 wasn’t 
properly hydrated, even though I had been drinking a lot of water. 
Maybe I just drank too much water.”

“I just pushed myself too hard, to the point where my body de­
cided to slow dowai. So about 200 yards from the end, when you’re 
supposed to speed up for that final stretch. I collapsed. Then I got 
back up and staggered to the finish line all dramatically.” Having 
forced himself to finish the race, he collapsed again just beyond the 
finish line.

Sherman’s teammates dragged him to a tent in the shade, 
where, for nearly half an hour, they tried everything they could 
think of to restore him.

“They fanned me, they gave me wa­
ter. and they even poured ice on my 
head,” Sherman explained. Eventually, 
they called an ambulance, and Sher­
man was given an IV and taken to 
the emergency room, where he 
endured several hours of tests.

“I missed a few days of prac­
tice,” he explained, “which made 
everything tough for me for about 
a week, but after that it was pretty much 
fine. I started doing better in meets 
again pretty quickly.

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He was soon back on his feet, and he 1 
proceeded to run in many more meets, 
including the Wildcat Invitational meet, in 
which he was a medalist, and the Orchard
