Pawlik, for working tirelessly to ensure a successful election with help from a core team of 12 or so
people.

Tuesday was a big day for CUSD. The US Department of Education recognized ACP-Oakland as a Blue
Ribbon School. Principal Jayson Phillips and a few staff members were at the nation's capital for the
ceremony and recognition well-deserved. At the exact same time, Erica Davis of Basha High and Allison
Davis of Knox Gifted Academy were recognized by the Arizona Educational Foundation as 2018 Arizona
Teacher Ambassadors. Their recognition includes $5,000 cash award and a variety of other gifts
including the chance to be featured in the Fiesta Bowl parade, scholarships and more. CUSD is so proud
to have two teachers in the final five for two consecutive years. Dr. Casteel congratulated the physical
education teacher from Crockett Elementary in Balsz School District on being named the Teacher of the
Year.
