Secondary Curriculum - AP European History

Recommend approval of Wiesner-Hanks, Merry E., Clare Haru Crowston, Joe Perry, & John P. Mckay. A
History of Western Society. 13th ed. New York: Bedford/St. Martin’s Publishing, 2020 to be used in a new
elective, AP European History. The cost for a class set is $5,921.16 including estimated tax, shipping,
and processing.
