of Chandler High School, gave an update of events and activities at their respective schools.

Superintendent Current Events
Mr. Narducci shared a few things:

e The Chinese Language Teacher Association has named Tarwater Elementary School as a
National Distinguished K-12 Chinese Program. Tarwater is one of only 20 programs in the
country to earn this designation. Tarwater has offered a dual language immersion program in
Mandarin since 2014. The program feeds into Mandarin programs at Bogle Junior High and
Hamilton High. Tarwater students experience a 50/50 Dual Language Immersion model in grades
K-6, in which students spend half their day with Mandarin classroom instruction and the other half
day with English instruction to help students become competitive global citizens. If the public is

e The CUSD Annual Art Showcase is on display at the Chandler Center for the Arts Gallery through
May 11. It is open to the public from 10 am-5 pm Monday - Friday for free and from noon-5 pm on
Saturdays. You will be impressed by the student artwork on display, which includes sculptures,
ceramics, paintings, drawings, jewelry, and photography. There is truly something for everyone.

e Basha High School's Cyber Security students finished second in a team event at Embry-Riddle
Aeronautical University’s CyberAero Capture the Flag Competition. Protecting aircraft against
cyberattacks is serious business, and these students are stepping up to the task. Competing
teams use “capture the flag like scenarios” to find the flaws of an aircraft security network and try

The
Award, also known as the National History Day Teacher of the Year Award, recognizes teachers
who demonstrate a commitment to engaging students in historical learning through the innovative
use of primary sources, implementation of active learning strategies to foster historical thinking
skills, and participation in the National History Day Contest.

All Species Consulting Storylines

Recommended approval for All Species Consulting (ASC) Storylines provides 3-Dimensional learning
through phenomena driven storylines for high school biology classes. Storylining is a pedagogical method
that increases student’s ownership of their learning. Storylines are cyclical in nature, always leading with
authentic, real-world phenomena, and revisiting the overarching concepts in different contexts throughout
the school year. The scaffolding allows students to transfer their conceptual understanding to new
situations. The ASC Storyline resources may be used district-wide by teachers who provide Biology
instruction. There were no public comments after the 60-day public review. Recommended approval.

8.01  Private Day Tuition Expenditures - Q3
The list of private day school tuition expenditures for the 3rd quarter of the 2022-23 school year was
provided for review.
8.02  Revisions to Regulation KDB-R Public's Right to Know/Freedom of Information
Arizona School Boards Association (ASBA) recommended changes to Regulation KDB-R - Public's Right
to Know / Freedom of Information. HB2578 requires any entity subject to a public records request to
provide the name, telephone, and email address of an employee or department that is authorized and
able to assist the requesting party. This point of contact must be listed on the school or district's website.
The law also requires a district or school that receives a request to acknowledge receipt of the request
within five (5) business days unless an online portal is utilized in which the acknowledgement should be
automatic upon submission.
Chandler School District recommended accepting the revisions as proposed by ASBA and regulations do
not require board approval.
Kurt Rohrs suggested CUSD follow the statute and not bills. Dr. Gilbert clarified that the bills provide
background information for the statute, but both could be included in the future.
