- Must have parental consent when under 18
- Physicals, Sick Care, and Immunizations

Mental Health Care for teens aged 12-24:
- Must have parental consent when under 18

Reproductive Health Care for teens aged 12-24:
- Free and con�dential care for teens 12-18
- Reproductive exams, infection screenings, 
  and reproductive health education

Nutritional Counseling Services
- Must have parental consent when under 18
- Individual and group counseling for obesity,
  obesity prevention, and sports nutrition.
- Medical nutrition therapy.

How is the GLTS Teen Health 
Center sta� di�erent than the 
GLTS School Nurses?

The Nurses are able to:
- Care for students for school-time illnesses
- Dismiss students who are ill or need to
  seek additional medical care.
- Refer students to the Teen Health Center
  for care if necessary.
