What is a BCS?

The New York State Education Department (NYSED) requires public schools to perform Building Condition Surveys 

(BCS) every five (5) years. The reporting process changed in 2020 resulting in a staggered submission schedule. 

Hastings-on-Hudson UFSD was assigned to complete a Building Condition Survey in 2024. 

What is a Five-Year Plan?

The goal of the five-year plan is to collect information on the district's infrastructure and prioritize facility needs on a 

district-wide basis. The information collected in the BCS assists the district with itemizing the needs of each building 

and prioritizing the most essential repairs. 
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The NYSED procedural forms list each building 

component and system. The reviewer is required 

to assign an overall condition rating for each.

A BCS is intended to provide districts and BOCES 

with all the detailed information necessary to 

maintain safe and healthy school environments for 

New Yorkôs public-school children. 

The data will allow school districts to properly plan 

and prioritize capital improvements and allow the 

state to properly plan for building aid 

reimbursement to districts.

NYSED BCS Reports
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Through our experience meeting the procedural 

requirements of the NYSED BCS, we have found 

the documents can lack the detailed information 

necessary to assist the District in planning for 

future capital projects. 

In an effort to make the BCS process as useful as 

possible, LAN provides the option to our clients 

that we feel adds value to the BCS process.

The Process

1. Met with Joe Martorana, Director of Facilities, at each building. 

a) Reviewed the work performed since the last BCS reports in 2015 and 2022. 

b) Discussed new building needs and problematic systems.

2. Performed physical inspections of each facility including site, building exterior, roofs, 

interiors, mechanical, electrical, and plumbing. (NYSED Deadline: December 31, 2024)

3. Photographed and documented existing conditions, deficiencies, and needs that were 

observed during visual inspections.

Estimate document to coordinate with the projected years the work will take place (assign 

escalation for future work). 

7. Finalized budget recommendations for potential Capital Projects.

8. 11/19/24: Provide Board of Education with budget recommendation to complete 

prioritized Capital Projects. 

1. Prepare written reports for each building to serve as long-range planning tools.

2. Prepare the NYSED BCS forms for each building and submit the forms through the NYSED 

Business Portal on behalf of the District. (Deadline: March 1, 2024)

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Hillside E.S. is in overall good condition. As part of the 2018 bond referendum, the 

School District made significant improvements to Hillside E.S. including a new 

addition. 

The site requires minor work. Additional parking is needed and a study should be 

performed to evaluate modifications to the entrance drive that would create more 

parking and a bus lane. The District reports storm drainage issues that also need to 

be evaluated. 

The building envelope requires minimal preventative maintenance. Window 

replacement in the older section of the building should be prioritized.  Modernizing 

the mechanical systems to provide mechanical ventilation should be prioritized. The 

District should plan for critical obsolescence of mechanical equipment. Boilers are 

approaching the end of their expected life. Updating the instructional environment of 

some of the classrooms should also be considered.

Executive Summary

The Farragut Complex requires routine capital work expected at a 

building that is over 50 years old. The site requires minor work. The 
Districts reports a loss of playing time at their athletic fields that 
requires evaluation and improvement. 

The building envelope requires restoration and preservation to 

prevent more pervasive problems from occurring. The condition of the 
Washington Bridge addition requires further evaluation.

In the interior of the building the space use, allocation, organization & 
relationships are dysfunctional throughout the entire building. 

Classrooms are undersized. The Cafeteria is overcrowded. There is a 
limited variety of instructional/learning environments. The existing 
building lacks flexible or dynamic instructional environments and 

learning opportunities. The interior environment is outdated and 
requires modernization. The facility requires upgrades to a variety of 
specialty spaces: Maker Space(s), Chorus Room, Therapeutic 

Spaces, Private Testing & Counseling Rooms. Renovations to update 
the instructional environment in many of the classrooms should be 
considered. There is an imbalance of gender specific locker room 

spaces. Wayfinding is challenging. Signage is limited. There is a lack 
of universal accessibility to the lowest floor level and throughout the 
building. Several building additions and significant interior 

renovations are recommended.

Modernizing the mechanical systems to provide mechanical 
ventilation should be prioritized. The District should plan for critical 
obsolescence of mechanical equipment. 15
