b. Where and when it takes place?
c. Interesting character(s)?
d. What is the mood? (serious, funny, exciting, silly, heartwarming etc ... )
e. What was a great (your favorite part).
f. Did you have any questions or wanderings about the story?

NONFICTION 
a. What is the subject of the book?
b. What are some interesting facts that you learned.

3. What are my thoughts about the book?
FICTION 
a. Discuss the mood: surprising, interesting, heartwarming, serious, exciting, silly etc ...
b. What is the main character like? (smart, brave, funny, etc ... ) 
c. Give the setting and the conflict (problem).
NONFICTION
a. Are there any great diagrams or illustrations?

4. What is the book's theme or message?
FICTION 

a. What message(s) about life does the author give you? (stand up for yourself,
forgiveness, always try your best, etc .. )

b. What details or events helped you know the message?

NONFICTION
a. Why do you think the author wrote this book?

5. Final thoughts about the book.

a. "You will be so glad you read __ " "It will be your new favorite book"
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
