School Safety Tips

Student safety is the top priority for
the Beaumont ISD Police Department.
As the new school year approaches,
parents and guardians are reminded to
share the measures listed below with
their children to keep them safe to and
from school.

Bicycle riders:

« Students should ride on the right side
of the road and in a single file.

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House Bill 4545 Overview

New requirements contained in HB
4545 from the 87th Legislature will be
implemented in the coming school year.
Of particular interest to parents, students,
and campuses is the requirement for
mandatory accelerated instruction based
on STAAR test proficiency.

Mandatory Accelerated Instruction
Any student in a STAAR-tested grade
level in the 20 - 21 school year who either
Did Not Meet Standard on a STAAR test
or who did not take the STAAR test in
Spring 2021 will be required to receive
a minimum of 30 hours of accelerated
instruction during the 21 - 22 school
year. The instruction must occur at least
once per week during the 21 - 22 school
year. The accelerated instruction will
occur either in a dedicated intervention

time period within the school day or
before or after school. Well-trained
teachers, including retired teachers,
para-professionals, college or high school
students, or TEA-approved tutors (either
in-person or virtual) will be utilized to
provide the accelerated instruction to
students. The instructional materials
used must be TEKS-aligned, provide
high quality instruction and resources,
and include progress monitoring
opportunities to keep track of the
student’s progress toward reaching grade
level competency.

Campuses are evaluating Spring 2021
student data for students in grades 3 - 8,
as well as EOC STAAR data for high
school students, and will be providing
information to parents of the identified
students who will be receiving additional

accelerated instruction starting early in
the 21 - 22 school year.

Please note: Parents are not allowed to
“opt out” of accelerated instruction and
compulsory attendance rules are in place
for the accelerated instruction time.

Accelerated Learning Committees
(ALCs)

Another requirement of HB 4545
is regarding mandatory Accelerated
Learning Committees (ALCs) for specific
students who were in grades 3, 5 or 8 in
the 20 - 21 school year who scored Did
Not Meet Standard on STAAR Reading or
Math or did not take the STAAR Reading
or Math test. The student’s 20 - 21
campus will be convening an Accelerated
Learning Committee which will include
the campus principal or designee,

the student’s parent or guardian, and
the teacher of the STAAR Math and/
or Reading test that was not passed.
Additional personnel may also be invited
to sit on the ALC.

The purpose of the ALC is to create
a learning plan for the student that
articulates the frequency and duration of
accelerated learning and set up progress
monitoring checkpoints to keep the
parent apprised of the student’s progress.
Ultimately, the goal of accelerated
instruction is to rectify learning loss
so that students are successful on
grade level STAAR assessments and
are fully prepared to meet the rigor of
forthcoming instruction that will lead to
graduation and preparation for a future
career.

Raises for BISD Employees

On June 17, 2021, the BISD Board of
Trustees approved the recommendations
from the administration regarding
increases for the 2021-22 school year
compensation and stipend plan for
employees.

The new site will be rolled out
as the District begins the new school year
with many new features.

Additionally, parents are encouraged
to download the District’s mobile app,
which is available on the App Store and
Google Play and features a condensed
version of the new website.

BISD is on the Move!

Transportation is available for
elementary children who live one or
more miles away from their assigned
school and for secondary students
who live two or more miles away from
their assigned school. The distance a
student lives from their assigned school
is determined by measuring from the
flagpole at the front of the school to the
curb in front of their home using the
closest street. Students residing within
the one-mile boundary for elementary
or the two-mile boundary for secondary
may have transportation available
if their neighborhood qualifies as
hazardous under the district’s hazardous
transportation policy.

Some students who attend more than
one school to participate in vocational
programs or classes

«

not offered at their school are transported
between schools during school hours.
Special education students are eligible for
transportation if the need is established
through the admission, review, and
dismissal process.

Pick-up Time: The regular
transportation bus attempts to arrive
at every bus stop on time. Due to the
variances between individual clocks,
students should arrive at the bus stop
10 minutes before the scheduled arrival
time. Buses will load students and depart
from the assigned stop. Under most
circumstances, regular buses do not wait
for late students.

Special needs transportation follows
the same criteria but may wait up to
three minutes at the stop for the student.
All buses will wait 10 minutes at the
school in the afternoon for students

to board. Students should proceed

.&s SEHUDLBUSQ immediately to the buses. Bus drivers

are instructed not to stop or open
the door for late students due
to safety concerns of having
students too close to moving
bus wheels.

Service: Regular
transportation is scheduled
to provide service to student
riders. Bus stops that do not

have riders for five consecutive days may
be suspended temporarily for lack of
ridership to conserve district resources.
Infrequent riders should contact the
Transportation Department stating their
wish to ride when service is needed.

Bus Route: Because backing up is a very
dangerous maneuver for a school bus.
Stops will not be placed on dead-end
streets. Stops are spread as far apart as
criteria will allow to decrease the number
of stops each bus will make on its route,
thus minimizing riding time for students.
Students may be required to walk up to
one-fifth of a mile to a bus stop. Students
in Special Education programs are
subject to different criteria.

What happens if 'm not home to
receive my child after school?

Pre-K, Kindergarten and Special
Education students will be returned to
their campus if no one is home to receive
the child when the driver arrives.

Why does it take up to three days to
begin transportation services for my
child?

When a new student is added to or
dropped from a driver’s list, the time
of pick-up and drop-off changes for all
students. Parents need to provide the
district with information as quickly as

Why must my child be on the bus so
long?

Bus service requires the drivers to go
to multiple locations (as many as 10-15)
spread out over a large geographic area
and transport students to locations
often far away from the child’s home
attendance school.

Throughout the pandemic, the
district enhanced cleaning and
sanitizing protocols staff performed
necessary training to strengthen
technical skills and students became

experts on Google
Classroom.

“We were flexible, we
adapted, we tried new
things, and looking into
2021-22, we are keeping
what worked for us,”
said Allen. “T know that
many of our families
are returning for the
first time in a very long
time and are eager to
know what to expect.
Our goal is to keep
our community well
informed about what to
expect as we start the
new school year”

Virtual Learning
Option Comes to an
End

The Virtual Learning
Bill (HB1468) would
have allowed local

districts to continue providing a
remote learning option in the 2021-22
school year. The bill went before the
Texas legislature in May 2021 and

did not pass. As a result of the bill

not passing, all students must attend
face-to-face instruction in the coming
school year, and teachers will only be
required to teach on campus.

Addressing Learning Gaps is Top
Priority

Dedicated intervention time
has been built into the school
schedule at each grade level to
address learning loss brought on by
COVID-19 impacts and multiple
weather and power disruptions in the
2020-21 school year. High-quality
instructional materials, the use of
trained personnel (such as retired
teachers) to provide high-impact
tutoring, and a focus on key priority
skills throughout the year in all core
content areas will be instituted in the
2021-22 school year.

Technology is Here to Stay
Beaumont ISD is now a 1:1
Technology district, which means
every student who desires to use
a district device will have the
opportunity to check one out from
their campus to use during the school
year. Published device checkout

protocols, damage/breakage fees
and expectations for usage will be
available on the district website
publicly and through each student’s
campus.

Volunteers and Visitors are
Welcomed

Before entering a BISD facility,
visitors will be required to attest
they are not exhibiting symptoms of
COVID-19, nor are lab-confirmed
positive with COVID-19. Any visitor
exhibiting symptoms or are lab-
confirmed positive for COVID-19
may not enter the campus until they
meet the District re-entry criteria.

Supporting the Whole Child
Meeting social-emotional needs
as we recover from the COVID-19
pandemic is as important as ever.
The BISD team is working to address
trauma and anxieties that may have
occurred throughout the pandemic.
Systems are in place to offer students
support at multiple levels. Through
a trauma-informed approach to
teaching and learning, the district
will address the complex needs of
students. Teachers and staff will
guide and comfort students as they
acclimate back to the traditional
school experience. School counselors
will provide small group and
individual counseling throughout the
school year as necessary. As students
return to face-to-face learning,
behavioral expectations will be clearly
communicated through CHAMPS
and the Student Code of Conduct.
Every campus underwent trauma-
informed care training in the 2020-21
school year, and staff will continue to
engage in professional development
to align their pedagogy to become
more trauma-skilled. Campus
administrators will undergo elevated
training for leaders in the 2021-22
school year.
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Face Coverings Encouraged, But Not
Required

BISD is fully aware and will comply
with the Governor’s Executive Order
regarding masks. As of June 5, 2021,
BISD no longer required facial
coverings to be worn by students,

deemed necessary). Hand sanitizer
will be available at each entrance to
BISD facilities, on all buses, in the
cafeterias, in every classroom and
strategically throughout all campuses.
All students will be encouraged to
engage in frequent hand washing and

staff, or visitors in compliance with
the Governor’s Executive Order.
However, any student, teacher, parent,
or staff member who would like to
wear a mask may continue to do so
freely while on BISD campuses or
facilities. The district will also have
masks available at every campus and
facility for those who wish to have
them.

The district will not discriminate
against staff or students who choose
to remove or wear face coverings.

Social Distancing and Sanitation
Social distancing and protective
measure signs will continue to be
placed at entrances and throughout
the building (walls, floors, hallways,
restrooms, cafeterias, seats and
chairs, common areas and other areas

hand sanitizer use throughout the day.

Throughout a campus, all
frequently touched surfaces will
be cleaned regularly and between
different groups. Disinfectant spray
and towels will be provided to each
classroom and other common areas.
All surfaces will be treated with
government-approved disinfectants.
Electrostatic disinfectant sprayers
will be used to assist in disinfecting
frequently-touched areas,
gymnasiums, weight rooms, dressing
rooms, restrooms, classrooms, buses
and other common areas.

Sneeze guards/shields will be
placed at all front counters to school
entries. When feasible, windows in
facilities will be open to improve
airflow. Interior doors will remain
open to allow more air circulation.

Restroom hand dryers will remain
deactivated.

Self-Screening and COVID-19
guidelines

Employees must self-screen for
COVID-19 symptoms before coming
onto campus each day, including
taking their own temperature. If an
employee exhibits symptoms or tests

positive for COVID-19, the employee

must remain off-campus and
immediately notify their supervisor.
Employees must also report if they
have come in close contact with

an individual lab-confirmed with
COVID-19.

Parents must ensure they do not
send a child to school if the child has
a fever of 100 or higher, COVID-19
symptoms, or is lab-confirmed
with COVID-19. Parents will be
responsible for screening student
symptoms before coming onto
campus each day. If a student begins
to exhibit symptoms at school, the
student will be isolated from other
students until the student’s parent or
guardian can pick the
child up from school.
Students will not be
permitted to return to
school until the student
meets the re-entry
criteria.

Nursing and
Monitoring Staff
Nurses will be
trained in proper
protocols for screening
and isolating students
exhibiting symptoms
of COVID-19. Schools
will also establish a
COVID-19 campus
team to monitor
protocols, including
a COVID-19 contact
person. Each campus
will designate a separate

isolation area for staft/students
showing COVID-19 symptoms.
Visits to the nurse’s office will be
limited to those students under her
care. Any student demonstrating
symptoms of COVID-19 will be
treated in a separate triage area.

Meals

Students will eat meals in the
cafeteria and will be encouraged to
maintain social distancing while in
the cafeteria. No-touch identification
will be used for students to identify
themselves in the lunch line.
Potable water in pre-filled cups will
be available for students as water
fountain use will be minimized.

Please know that the information
included in the re-entry plan is fluid
and will change to comply with
recommendations and mandates from

local, state and federal government.
In addition, adjustments may be
necessary throughout the school year
to maximize the safety of our students
and staff.

Los nuevos requisitos contenidos
en HB 4545 de la Legislatura 87 * se
implementaran en el préximo afio
escolar. De particular interés para
los padres, estudiantes y campus es
el requisito de instruccion acelerada
obligatoria basada en el dominio del
examen STAAR.

Instruccion acelerada obligatoria

Cualquier estudiante en un nivel
de grado evaluado por STAAR en el
afno escolar 20-21 que no cumplio con
el estandar den una prueba STAAR o
que no tomo la prueba STAAR en la
primavera de 2021 debera recibir un
minimo de 30 horas de instruccién
acelerada durante el afio escolar 21-22.
La instruccién acelerada ocurrird en
un periodo de tiempo de intervencién
dedicado dentro del dia escolar o antes
o después de la escuela. Se utilizaran

maestros bien capacitados, incluidos
maestros jubilados, para profesionales,
estudiantes universitarios o de
preparatoria, o tutores aprobados por

la TEA (ya sea en persona o virtuales)
para brindar la instruccion acelerada

a los estudiantes. Los materiales de
instruccién utilizados deben estar
alineados con TEKS, deben proporcionar
instruccién y recursos de alta calidad e
incluir oportunidades de monitoreo del
progreso para realizar un seguimiento del
progreso del estudiante hacia el logro de
la competencia del nivel de grado.

Las escuelas estdn evaluando los datos

Otro requisito de HB 4545 es con
respecto a los Comités de Aprendizaje
Acelerado (ALC) obligatorios para
estudiantes especificos que estaban en
los grados 3, 5 u 8 en el afio escolar
20-21 que obtuvieron calificaciones “No
cumplio con el estandar” en STAAR de
lectura o matematicas o no tomaron el
STAAR Prueba de lectura o matematicas.
El campus 20-21 del estudiante convocara
un Comité de Aprendizaje Acelerado
que incluird al director del campus o su
designado, el padre o tutor del estudiante

y el maestro de la prueba STAAR de
Matemiticas y / o Lectura que no fue
aprobada. También se puede invitar a
personal adicional a participar en el ALC.
El proposito del ALC es crear un
plan de aprendizaje para el estudiante
que articule la frecuencia y duracién
del aprendizaje acelerado y establecer
puntos de control de monitoreo del
progreso para mantener a los padres
informados sobre el progreso del
estudiante.
