While students do not need to pursue
the Keystone Proficiency or Keystone Composite graduation pathways, they are still required to
take the Keystone Exams for the purpose of federal accountability as the Keystone Exams are the
statewide assessments Pennsylvania uses to comply with the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA).

Important Need to Know



1. Early Dismissals- When necessary, you are able to request an early dismissal for your child. You
can make the request using a written note that you send with your child or by emailing me at
csheppard@boyslatin.org. Some parts of our day are busier than others. For this reason, we ask
that all early dismissals happen before 2pm.

2. Excusing an Absence- When your child is absent, a written/emailed absent note is required to
excuse the absence. You are able to excuse the absence for up to 2 consecutive days with the
written note/email. If your child is absent for a 3rd consecutive day, a written/emailed medical note
is required. No more than 10 excused absences are allowed during the school year. More details
regarding attendance can be found on the attached Attendance Policy.

3. Transportation- Only students that live 1.5 miles or more from the school qualify for
transportation and will receive a Septa Fare Card. The fare card is of no cost to families. The
School District of Philadelphia determines whether your child is eligible for transportation. If your
child is found to be eligible for transportation they will receive (1) YELLOW fare care. Although
issues are isolated, please be advised that you may have to provide transportation for your child
for up to the first 2 weeks of school if there is an issue with your transportation status. The school
district does not furnish us with day passes, vouchers or any other fare items. More information
regarding the Septa Student Fare Card can be found here.

4. Parent/Family Contact Information- Please make sure that all of your contact information is up-
to-date. We use the contact information that you provide to issue early dismissals, emergencies
and communication. If you need to change your address, please contact Ms. Sheppard at
