Purpose of Title I

• Our school receives Title I funding.

• Title I funding is to be used to supplement the school’s 
existing instructional programs.

• The purpose of Title I funding is to assist our school in 
providing supplemental instructional services to those 
students identified as most at risk of failing to reach 
state-defined academic achievement standards.

• Title I provides professional development opportunities for 
staff members.

• Title I funding supports parent and family engagement 
through opportunities to learn and to be involved.



Allocation of Funds

• Funds are allocated on the basis of the number of students 
who qualify for free/reduced price meals on an annual basis. 
(RJUHSD provides free breakfast and lunch for all students, but we still 
verify income eligibility for programs like Title I and the Local Control 
Funding Formula.)

• Students who are experiencing academic difficulties will be 
provided assistance to meet the California State Standards.

• At Schoolwide Title I Schools, all students within a school have 
access to all programs offered by the district’s funding.

• At Targeted Assistance Schools, only those students who are 
below proficient are entitled to Title I services. 



California School Dashboard

• The Dashboard is a growth model that shows how districts and 
schools are performing on test scores, graduation rates, and other 
measures of student success. 

• The Dashboard is an online tool that shows how districts and schools 
are performing on state and local indicators included in California's 
school accountability system. 

• The Dashboard is made up of easy-to-use reports that show district or 
school performance on six state indicators and four local indicators as 
compared to the prior year. 

• The Dashboard will be updated each winter with the most recent 
available data.



California Assessment of Student 
Progress and Performance 
(CAASPP)
• CAASPP measures students’ level of achievement toward the 

California State Standards in the areas of English Language Arts,  
Mathematics, and Science for grades 11.

• CAASPP data is a component of the Dashboard reporting.

• Each parent/guardian will receive a report outlining his/her child’s 
individual performance. 

• In addition, school-wide performance results will be shared via the 
School Accountability Report Card, site council meetings, and our 
school newsletter. Performance data from the CAASPP, and other 
local indicators, will be used to guide instruction and make 
improvements to our school’s educational program.



English Learner Proficiency 
Assessments for California 
(ELPAC)
• ELPAC is the successor to the California English Language Development 

Test (CELDT).

• State and federal law require that districts administer a state test of 
English language proficiency (ELP) to students whose primary 
language is other than English. 

• ELPAC is aligned with the 2012 California English Language 
Development Standards and consist of two separate ELP assessments:

– One to determine if the student will be classified as English Learner (EL) or fluent 
in English. 

– If classified as EL, annual summative assessments will measure a student’s 
progress in learning English and the student's level of ELP.

•  ELPAC data is a component of the Dashboard reporting.
