Dear Parent or Guardian:

We'd like to provide you with an update on plans to renovate Coventry Elementary School during the 2019-2020
school year. This is a follow-up to the initial communication sent out via email on October 15th, 2018.

To recap, as a result of a required life/safety inspection done in 2016, District 47 and the board of education
learned Coventry must undergo significant updates to the walls and ceiling of the original portion of the building.
Over the past several months, District 47 and the board have researched various ways to do this that would
involve minimal disruption to the learning environment for both students and staff and fall within budget
parameters.

While many of the details have yet to be worked out, we wanted to share with you what we know at this point:

e The main level of the older, original part of Coventry school will have the interior walls and ceiling
removed and rebuilt. The newer wing (LMC, cafeteria, art room, etc.) and the lower level of the original
building are not included in this construction.

e Demolition of the interior walls and ceiling will occur in the summer of 2019 and reconstruction of the
ceiling and walls will begin in August 2019.

e Coventry is not closing; however, classrooms will be relocated to mobile classroom units for the 2019/20
school year. It is undetermined at this time if the units will be housed on the current Coventry campus
or at another D47 school site. Should the mobile units be housed at Coventry, the playground on the
north side of the building will be redone in the summer of 2019 so that students will have a nice, new
playground during construction.

e The architect is still working on drawings and options for both the building and options for where to house
the mobiles so we don’t anticipate discussing this at the November Board meeting.

e August 2020 is the expected date of project completion. At the start of the 2020-2021 school year,
Coventry will have the newest school look in District 47! Besides structural improvements and a new
look-and-feel, the Coventry renovation will include new playgrounds, lockers, and furniture.

We will continue to keep you updated as we learn more over the next several months. In late January or February,
we plan to hold parent meetings to share additional information about logistics and location for the mobile
classrooms. While there will undoubtedly be an inconvenience during this transition, we will work to keep
disruptions to a minimum and ensure a safe teaching and learning environment for all.

We are excited about this “facelift” for Coventry and the ability to be able to provide an enhanced 21st-century
learning experience for our students, staff and families.

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Estimado Padre o Guardian:

Nos gustaria darles las Gltimas noticias con respecto a los planes de renovacion de la escuela primaria Coventry durante el afio

escolar 20192020. Este es el comunicado siguiente luego del comunicado inicial enviado por correo electrénico el 15 de Octubre
del 2018.

En resumen, como resultado de una requerida inspeccion de seguridad realizada en el 2016, el Distrito 47 y la junta de educacion
tuvo conocimiento de que Coventry necesita renovaciones significativas de las paredes y del techo del edificio original. En los
meses anteriores, el Distrito 47 y la junta han estudiado varias maneras de lograr este objetivo que ocasionen minimas
interrupciones al ambiente de aprendizaje, tanto como para estudiantes como para el personal y que estén dentro del presupuesto.

Si bien muchos de los detalles adin no se han resuelto, quisimos compartir con ustedes lo que sabemos en este momento:

e Se removeran y reconstruirn las paredes interiores y techo del nivel principal de la parte mas antigua y original de
la escuela de Coventry.

e No estan incluidos en esta construccion la parte mas nueva (LMC, cafeteria, sala de arte, etc.) y el nivel inferior del
edificio original.

e | ademolicidn de las paredes interiores y el techo ocurrira en el verano de 2019 y la reconstruccion del techo y las
paredes comenzara en agosto del 2019.

e Coventry no esta cerrando; sin embargo, los salones de clases se reubicaran en unidades de salones méviles para el
afio escolar 2019/20. No se ha determinado en este momento si las unidades se alojaran en el campus actual de
Coventry o0 en otra escuela del D47. Si las unidades moviles se alojan en Coventry, el patio de recreo en el lado
norte del edificio se volvera a construir en el verano de 2019 para que los estudiantes tengan un nuevo y agradable
patio de recreo durante la construccidn.

e El arquitecto aln esta trabajando en los planos y las opciones para el edificio y las opciones de donde albergar los
salones maviles, por lo que no anticipamos discutir esto en la reunién de la Junta de noviembre.

e Agosto 2020 es la fecha prevista para la finalizacion del proyecto. jAl inicio del afio escolar 20202021, Coventry
serd la escuela con la apariencia mas nueva en el Distrito 47! Ademas de las mejoras estructurales y una nueva
apariencia, la renovacion de Coventry incluira nuevos patios de juego, armarios y muebles.

Seguiremos manteniéndolo actualizado a medida que aprendamos mas en los proximos meses. A fines de enero o febrero,
planeamos celebrar reuniones de padres para compartir informacion adicional sobre la logistica y la ubicacion de las aulas
moviles. Si bien indudablemente seré inconveniente esta transicion, trabajaremos para reducir al minimo las interrupciones y
garantizar un entorno de ensefianza y aprendizaje seguro para todos.

Estamos entusiasmados con esta renovacion de Coventry y la capacidad de poder brindar una experiencia de aprendizaje
mejorada del siglo XXI a nuestros estudiantes, personal y familias.
