The NHS 
strives to recognize the total student—one who excels in four areas: Scholarship, Leadership, Service and Citizenship, 
and Character. Membership, however, is more than an honor. It incurs a responsibility and an obligation to
demonstrate those outstanding qualities that resulted in selection.

This organization is not open to all students, but exemplary students are chosen by a committee of faculty members. 
Students must have a cumulative GPA of 85 or better and also must attend MCI for two semesters to be considered. 
MCI reviews new candidates each September, and students are inducted into MCI’s NHS chapter every October.
