The credits students earn 

through Dual Enrollment are 

treated the same as regular 

college credit (i.e. they can 

be transferred to other 

Maricopa Community 

Colleges, Arizonaôs state 

universities, and even some 

out-of-state colleges).

What is the difference?

Dual Enrollment classes meet 

at the high school during the 

regular high school day and 

are taught by college-certified 

high school instructors. 

Concurrent Enrollment 

classes are taught online or at 

the college and are not 

affiliated with the high school.
