Even though you might want your child to read to you, it is very important
that you continue to read to your child. Reading aloud builds your child’s
vocabulary and understanding, introduces your child to different language
patterns, and identifies reading as a pleasurable activity. Reading to your
child at bedtime is a good way to get “settled” while building their skills.
