The angel Gabriel's greeting to Mary
contained two discrete, yet related,
messages: (1) Mary would be the
mother of the long-expected Messiah,
& (2) her cousin Elizabeth had
conceived a child.

No sooner has Mary said “yes" to the
invitation to be the mother of the
Messiah than she is off “in haste” to
visit her cousin.

In a very real sense, long before she
actually delivered the child who

would redeem the world from the
hopelessness and despair of sin, Mary
was already qgiving birth to the Messiah
through her own willingness and
eagerness to serve the needs of
another: in this case, a relative who,
because of her age, might have been
considered a woman with a “high risk"
pregnancy.

On the face of it, there is nothing
noteworthy about Mary's action. After
all, wouldn't any decent human being
do the same for a relative in need?
What makes Mary's service remarkable
is the urgency with which she did it.
She truly is a model of virtue, one who
clearly demonstrates in her own life
that the best way of saying “thank
you" for God's goodness to her is to be
a source of that goodness to others....

$2 DRUGS COMING TO MEDICARE
According to the Kiplinger
Retirement Report, as early as
January 2027 Medicare enrollees
may be able to pay just $2 for many
of their prescription medications.
The U.S. Centers for Medicare &
Medicaid Services has released a
sample list of 101 drugs it intends
to offer under the Medicare $2 Drug
List Model, which would establish a
low, fixed (up to $2 for a month’s
supply) copayment for a standard
Medicare-defined list of generic
drugs. The official list is still

“maximizes beneficiary access to
low-cost generic drugs.”

FYi: FALLING AND DEMENTIA

An older adult injured in a fall is
more likely to be diagnosed with
dementia within a year, according
to the results of a study published
online at Journal of the American
Medical Association Network. The
study looked at Medicare claims
data for more than 2.4 million older
adults injured in a fall and found
that 10.6% were diagnosed with
dementia within a year. This
represented a 21% increased risk
for future dementia diagnosis. It
was suggested that cognitive
screening should be done for older
adults who have experienced a fall
that results in an emergency
department visit or hospital
admission. It was also noted that
falls are the most common cause

of injury in older adults, with 27.5%
of them reporting a fall in the past
year. They're also the most
common reason for trauma center
admissions among patients 65 years
and older. (Adapted from Kiplinger
Retirement Report)
