WHEN AND WHERE WILL I BE SCHEDULED?
All students will be scheduled during their PE classes on one of the dates listed below. A schedule will be made listing the 
appointments by student number. You will receive an email from you school counselor with the master list of 
appointments for your class period. You will need to find your appointment by locating your six-digit school ID. If you are 
absent on your appointment day, your school counselor will send you a pass or call you to the guidance office to make up 
the missed appointment. If you do not hear from your counselor, please email them or stop into the guidance office and 
see them. 

Note: the master schedule is configured during the first week of July. All student requests are configured by On Course all 
at one time. Therefore, the order of your appointment will not affect your choices. PE teachers will have the master list of 
appointments and will share them with your class in addition to the email from your counselor.

On your appointment day, you will check-in with your PE teacher for attendance, and then report to the library where you 
will meet with your school counselor. Your course requests will be emailed to both you and your parent/guardian after 
the appointment.



You will only be able to add elective choices when you sign in to the STUDENT 
PORTAL. The green access button is not available in the PARENT ACCOUNT.

This guide will walk you through the online course request feature of 
OnCourse Connect for you to choose your 2025-2026 electives. 

The window is open NOW and the deadline is February 7th, 12PM 
(noon). 
If you do not input your choices by 2/7, you will need to discuss your 
choices with your school counselor during your scheduling meeting. 
This may impact the courses you receive next year. 



Search the Course Catalog: 
Click the Add Course Request icon. 

This will bring you to the database of our school's courses. Here, you can 
search your school's catalog three different ways: by keyword, by 
department, or by browsing.

Adding a Course Request 
When you're ready to add a course, simply click the green (+) Add button next to the course. 

The “Added Request Box” will show briefly on the 
bottom when you have successfully added a course.



On the main screen you 
will see: 
• all of your course 

requests
• their credit values 
• and the total amount 

of requested credits
You will also see the 
courses recommended 
for you by your teachers.

Adding Alternate Course Options 

NOTE: You may add more than one alternate 
to a course, but you must add alternates to 
EACH course individually. Do not list the 
same course multiple times as alternates.

To add an alternate selection for a particular 
course, under “Details” click the BLUE down arrow 
for each course

The drop down will then 
display a Green Plus Sign (+) 
labeled, “Add Alternate”



Each time you click on “Add Alternate” this menu will display, and 
you can search three different ways again for alternate courses. It is 
recommended that you review the Course Description Book ahead 
of time and compile a list of electives plus alternates.

You will only be able to add alternates for electives, not core subjects.

In this “Notes” section you can leave your counselor a note. 
For example, “I am interested in the STEM Academy.”





These are the only electives 
that eighth grade students can 
choose for grade nine. 

All other students are free to 
choose these courses as well 
as the other electives in the 
course description book, as 
long as you meet the pre-
requisites listed.





Coursework Requirements
Sayreville War Memorial High School is a comprehensive high school. There are certain courses required for graduation for all students, 
many of the subjects are elected by the student. To a large extent, the courses selected determine the type of post-high school 
opportunities available to the student. The Sayreville Board of Education mandates a minimum of 120 credits for graduation.



High School Graduation Assessment Requirements
Students are required to take and pass both English and Math tests for graduation. There are three State 
approved Pathways to accomplish this. All juniors will take the NJGPA in March (Pathway 1). If a passing 
score in either English or Math is not obtained, students can take and pass the tests listed in Pathway 2.

The State of NJ has not yet updated the testing requirements for the Class of 2026 and beyond. Once 
this information is received, students will be updated.

IMPORTANT: 
Juniors (Class of 2026) that do not currently have a passing English and/or math test, will be placed in LAL Skills 12 
and/or Math 404 in place of one or two electives during their fall semester and then again in the spring if needed. 
Seniors still needing a graduation test are not permitted to be early dismissal students.
