1. 729% of the students who took the CAASPP met or exceeded the standards as compared to last year's 77% in the
21-22 school year in Math.

2. A 5% decline from last SY in Concepts & Procedures. In 21-22, 90% of the students scored near, at or above
standard, compared to 85% in 22-23 SY. In ProblemSolving & Modeling/Data Analysis, 89% of the students scored
near, at or above standard. In Communicating Reasoning, 86% of the students scored near, at and above
standard.
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3. Based on the data, Problem Solving & Modeling/Data Analysis remain the same at 88% near, at or above
standards and Communicating Reasoning has a 1% difference.
