C O N S T R U C T I O N  T R A D E S  

The Construction Trades program at CCST 

is a nationally recognized, competency 

based program that prepares students  

for the NCCER core and carpentry skills 

certification tests.   
 

This program requires the student to com-

plete a designated number of hours in the 

shop and in the classroom.  The program 

prepares students to layout, fabricate, 

erect, install, and repair wooden/metal 

structures and fixtures using hand and 

power tools.   
 

Concepts related to building materials,  

material estimating, blueprint reading, and 

common systems of framing are included 

in the curriculum. 
 

The skill set from this program may lead to 

various opportunities in the construction 

industry. 
 

PRE:  Algebra I    REC:  Design & CADD Tech I 

Class Fee:  $250 for tools, and course  

materials/equipment, $40 for exams, and $80 

for uniforms.  
 

 

The Construction Trades program is only 

offered at the Cecil County School of  

Technology (CCST).  
 

Students from the five county high 

schools have the opportunity to begin 

most programs at the start of their junior 

year by a designated application process. 

Students complete their programs at the 

end of their senior year.  
 

Students are encouraged to develop posi-

tive work attitudes while building individu-

al skills for success.  
 

Transportation is provided from the home 

school to and from CCST.  
 

Program costs include the cost of uniform 

shirts, hard hats, tools, and NCCER 

registrations.  A physical is required for 

entry into the Construction Trades 

program.
